The Solid Waste Association of North America (SWANA) is composed of approximately 7000 public and private sector solid waste management professionals throughout North America dedicated to the development and enhancement of environmentally and economically sound practices and policies for the integrated management of municipal solid waste.  There are approximately 900 members of SWANA in California, and on their behalf I am writing to urge you to support AB 1688 (Niello), regarding illegal dumping enforcement officers.  After reviewing the May 22nd amendments, SWANA changed its position from support-if-amended to support of the bill.
This bill would grants powers of arrest, as specified, to illegal dumping enforcement officers, as defined, to the extent necessary to enforce laws related to illegal dumping, or littering, provided that they complete a training course in the exercise of those powers, certified by the Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training, and makes that authority contingent upon a memorandum of understanding with the sheriff or police chief in the jurisdiction permitting exercise of that authority.
For these reasons the California Chapters of SWANA urge you to support AB 1688 when it is heard on the Senate Floor.
