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MINUTES OF SWANA CALIFORNIA LEGISLATIVE

TASK FORCE TELEPHONE MEETING

July 7, 2005

The Legislative Task Force (LTF) telephone conference started at about 11:00 AM.  A quorum was present as there were 9 voting members present, and at least one voting member from each chapter.  The list of people that participated is Attachment A.  The agenda is Attachment B.  The items at the meeting were discussed in the order below, not necessarily according to the agenda order.  

I.
BUSINESS ITEMS AND LTF ACTIVITIES


Approval of Minutes

Will Dickinson asked if there were any comments on the May 17, 2005 meetings minutes. Mike Mohajer noted some necessary changes: on page 1 “proposed modifications to…CPCFA funding” is referred to as “this bill” and should be this “proposal”; also, on page 2 under Regulatory Items, Item A: DR and Adj. Method: also referred to as “the bill” and “legislative” and should be “proposal” and “regulatory” instead.
Motion:

Mike Mohajer made a motion to approve the minutes from the May 17, 2005 meeting.   Scott Johnston seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Will Dickinson asked if there were any comments on the June 2, 2005 meetings minutes.  There were none.
Motion:

Mike Mohajer made a motion to approve the minutes from the June 2, 2005 meeting.   Kay Martin seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report

Scott Johnston said the treasurer’s report in the meeting packet (Attachment C) indicates that the LTF fund had a balance of 32,593.40 as of June 29, 2005.  
Will Dickinson asked if there were any comments on the treasurer’s report.  Will asked Scott if there were any signs of concern with the account at this point?  Scott responded “no.”
Motion:

Mike Mohajer made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report.  William Merry seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Finance Committee Report
John Abernethy gave an introduction to this report, which is the result and recommendations of a meeting of the finance committee in May at the Western Regional Symposium (WRS).  The recommendations are to be discussed at the next annual LTF workshop on the following issues: 1) Review and set priorities regarding legislative versus regulatory issues, 2) Evaluate revenue assumptions regarding the WRS and training courses at the end of this fiscal year, and 3) Have the finance sub-committee meet at the workshop to recommend a long-term plan.  William M. added the idea that under issue 2 the LTF should also talk about other training program
opportunities to possibly offer around the state. Yvette Agredano mentioned that beginning in 2006, the California Chapters could offer the Bioreactor certification program.

Next Telephone Conference Date
The next telephone meeting date was planned at August 4, 2005; at 11:00 AM to 12:00 PM.  
III
LEGISLATION

Yvette Agredano led discussion on the following bills and issues:

AB 259:  Yvette said she had sent out proposed amendments to the bill.  She had a meeting with SWIG group about amendments but the latest version was not correct and will  have changes.  Constance Hornig sent comments to Yvette Agredano which were sent to the SWIG group.  The bill will need technical cleanup later.  CSAC is co-supporting the bill with SWIG and wants the LTF to support it.  Yvette Agredano recommended neutral and just watch because some on the LTF think that the bill is not needed.  Mike Mohajer brought up his concern that bill had language added on June 30 to bring the County into private arrangements by adding the wording “or arranged for” by the County; making the Counties bill collector for the private haulers.  It would also apply to Cities per the code.    
Position:  LTF decided to “watch” the bill.
SB 928:  Will Dickinson discussed that Yvette Agredano had drafted a letter and he decided to develop a ballot regarding all the issues that were raised to guide the letter.  Yvette Agredano said there are rumors it is a two year bill and authors office has indicated he might put language in “just to get people talking” but she is concerned that they could move that language late.  It was discussed that all the points might need to be included to get on the record in view of the potential actions by the authors office.  It was pointed out that all of the issues in the current draft letter are from the LTF workplan. It was discussed that the letter could include the entire letter and a summary at the beginning and end that the LTF opposes any increase in diversion unless the above points are addressed.  
It was decided that Yvette Agredano will send letter out with a Monday deadline for comments.   

AB 574:  Yvette Agredano said the bill was heard and amended in committee and will go before the appropriations committee on consent calendar.  It was discussed that the LTF had supported an older version but that a later version now allows Caltrans to not use recycled concrete, which circumvents a main goal of the LTF.  
It was decided that Yvette Agredano will research and email additional information to the LTF to decide a position.      
Other:  .     Lisa Wood asked if the national legislation on text credits circulate by SWANA national should also be supported by LTF.  It was discussed that those are generally meant for members to support and it is preferred to have SWANA national take the position for SWANA and not the LTF in case there could be a conflict in stated positions.
II
REGULATORY ISSUES

A. Disposal Report and Adjustment Method:  Yvette Agredano said that the package was approved by the CIWMB last month.  Staff expects the package to be before OAL by next month.

B.  AB 939 Alternative Reporting: – Mike Mohajer said it is important to look at CIWMB staff proposal.  He thinks it is a good step to move away from mathematical compliance.  This reduction in math compliance would be done for rural jurisdictions.   The CIWMB will conduct workshops. 

C. Market Development Committee Meeting:  Yvette Agredano said there is supposed to be an open workshop on the operator certification issue on September 12, 2005.  She said there have also been LEA workshops that the LTF was not invited to.

D. Other:  Larry Sweetser said that there will be a hearing on closure regulations and he feels will look for longer than 30 year term for postclosure care.
