TASK FORCE TELEPHONE MEETING

November 3, 2005

The Legislative Task Force (LTF) telephone conference started at about 11:00 AM.  A quorum was present as there were ten voting members present, and at least one voting member from each chapter.  The list of people that participated is Attachment A.  The agenda is Attachment B.

BUSINESS ITEMS AND LTF ACTIVITIES


Approval of Minutes – September 16, 2005
Will Dickinson asked if there were any comments on the September 16, 2005 meeting minutes. Will Dickinson said that her needed to be changed to “them” in item III.C.  Mark Urquhart also noted that he would correct July 7 to “August 4” in item I.
Motion:

John Abernethy made a motion to approve the minutes from the September 16, 2005 meeting with the corrections noted, above.   John Gulledge seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report

Scott Johnston said the treasurer’s report in the meeting packet (Attachment C) indicates that the LTF fund had a balance of 39,905.71 as of October 28, 2005.  All bills are paid and there are no concerns at this time.
It was discussed that Marion Miller, John Gulledge and John Abernethy would serve on the annual audit committee for the LTF finances.  They will perform their review at the annual workshop. Will Dickinson asked if there were any comments on the treasurer’s report.  There were none.

Motion:

John Gulledge made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report.  All were in favor. 
Next Meeting Date - LTF Annual Workshop December 8-10
The meeting will be held at the Hyatt in Sacramento on December 9 and 10, with an optional dinner on the night of December 8.  Yvette Agredano said that the LTF has made enough reservations to meet the hotel’s 2 nights times 8 rooms commitment.  Yvette Agredano said LTF members should let her know if they will be attending the dinner on Thursday.  
Will Dickinson asked Mark Urquhart to discuss his comments on the draft agenda that was circulated to officers.  Mark Urquhart said that the draft included most of the time for the entire LTF to develop the workplan.  He suggested that prior to working on the workplan as a total group that  time on Friday could be used to prioritize the major issues and challenges for the LTF followed by breaking into smaller focus groups to develop detailed strategies for different sets of related issues for each group.  He said this had been done at previous workshops and it allowed the LTF to cover more issues in detail rather than working as a group of 15.  After a given time, the working groups would present their analysis and strategies to the entire LTF with suggested language for the workplan.  It was decided that this approach could be used and that group leaders would be selected after the issues are prioritized and the groups assigned. 

It was decided that Yvette Agredano will check on whether some CIWMB Board members would be able and willing to attend the dinners on Thursday or Friday.  Mark Leary is already invited to make a presentation to the LTF at the workshop.

LEGISLATION
A.
Legislative Wrap-up:  Yvette Agredano referred to the attached matrix circulated with the meeting agenda and said that a wrap up of this could be covered at the workshop because there will be no activity before then. 
B. Other :  None.
III
REGULATORY ISSUES

A. Certification/Training Package:  Yvette Agredano said that she drafted a letter to see about meeting with CIWMB board members on this issue. She was told that meetings will be limited to two board members, one hour for each meeting.  John Abernethy said he prefers that the meetings occur after the workshop.  It was decided that one day for both meetings would work best.  Yvette Agredano will work with John Abernethy, William Merry and John Gulledge to set the meetings up. 
B. Conversion Technologies Report to the Legislature:  Yvette Agredano said the CIWMB report is being finalized.  The Assembly Natural Resources  Committee has set up a workshop to discuss the issue in general in Los Angeles on November 16, 2005.  KM, Mike Mohajer, and LACSD staff will also attend.  
C. Alternative AB 939 Diversion Compliance System:  Yvette Agredano noted that CIWMB staff will be presenting the results from the workshops on November 15, 2005 at the CIWMB meeting in San Diego.  Lisa Woods will attend the meeting.

D. Department of Toxic Substance Control (DTSC) August 2004 Draft Lead Report:  Lisa Woods, joined by Allan Johansson, City of San Diego, began discussion.  It was discussed that the lowering of the TTLC for lead misses the stated goal of the DTSC.  AJ said that DTSC expected comments within a 30-day comment period, but would accept them later.  It was decided that Yvette Agredano will send the draft letter out soon for review by the LTF, using some of the letters already circulated by the LTF.

E. AB 1497 Permit Implementation:  Yvette Agredano said the CIWMB Permitting & Enforcement committee will be hearing the issue soon.  This will move into the formal rule making process.  It was discussed that on the “significant change” issue that far too many detailed items are included in formal approvals. It was discussed that maybe the CIWMB wants to get more into the details of permits.  Yvette Agredano will begin drafting comments for the LTF and work with Larry Sweetser, Lisa Wood, Mark Urquhart.
F. Postclosure Maintenance Period:  Larry Sweetser said that there will be a workshop on whether the period needs to be adjusted longer for “dry cell” landfills and possibly lower for bioreactors.  He said that the financial mechanisms may be extended beyond 30 years.  He said that DTSC is also looking gat this issue for Class I (hazardous waste) landfills.   
G. Fires at Solid Waste Facilities:  Yvette Agredano said that workshops are occurring on this issue.  Additional regulatory requirements may come out of the process.  It will cover all types of solid waste facilities.     

H. DTSC Universal Waste Deadline Extension:  Yvette Agredano said that comments are due on  November 7, 2005.   This was based on a workshop in October.  It was discussed that many materials have not been tested.  Larry Sweetser said that DTSC is leaning toward not extending the deadline.  It was decided that the LTF should send a letter on this issue and that the extension should be made because of the lack of definition on many materials.   
I. SWRCB Storm Water Requirements:  It was discussed that a workshop was held regarding numeric limits for stormwater permits.  Larry Sweetser said that he had heard that State Water Board did not appear to be impressed by any evidence being presented against numeric limits.  It was noted that the argument of cost may not be legally defensible.  Arguments need to be made on the nature of the threat to the environment.  An argument about background levels exceeding limits or similar scientific arguments need to be made.  It was discussed that in terms of discharges there is no common sense regarding actual levels of discharge, their threat and related practical issues.
