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MINUTES OF SWANA CALIFORNIA LEGISLATIVE

TASK FORCE TELEPHONE MEETING

September 16, 2005

The Legislative Task Force (LTF) telephone conference started at about 1:30 PM.  A quorum was present as there were nine voting members present, and at least one voting member from each chapter.  The list of people that participated is Attachment A.  The agenda is Attachment B.  The items at the meeting were discussed in the order below, not necessarily according to the agenda order.  

I.
BUSINESS ITEMS AND LTF ACTIVITIES


Approval of Minutes – August 4, 2005
Will Dickinson asked if there were any comments on the August 4, 2005 meeting minutes. There were none.
Motion:

Mike Mohajer made a motion to approve the minutes from the August 4, 2005 meeting.   Scott Johnston seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report

Scott Johnston said the treasurer’s report in the meeting packet (Attachment C) indicates that the LTF fund had a balance of 41,075.68 as of September 9, 2005.  
Will Dickinson asked if there were any comments on the treasurer’s report.  There were none.

Motion:

John Gulledge made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report.  Mike Mohajer seconded the motion.  All were in favor. 
Next Telephone Conference Date
The next telephone meeting date was planned for Thursday, October 6, 2005 from 11:00 am to noon.  
LTF Annual Workshop
The options for the location and agenda of the annual work shop were discussed.  The meeting will be held on December 9 and 10, with an optional dinner on the night of December 8.  It was decided that the meeting would be held at the Hyatt due to a combination of competitive pricing and the location being one where CIWMB members might be more inclined to join the LTF for drinks or dinner.  To save costs it was decided that the LTF members that would attend the Thursday night dinner would pay for their own meals.
Motion:

It was discussed that the costs for meetings for the year had run higher than budgeted and funding for the workshop would have to come from another budget item.  Mike Mohajer made a motion to move $2,000 out of the contingency budget item to cover the cost of the annual workshop.  John Abernethy seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

II
LEGISLATION
Yvette Agredano said that the legislative session is over and the LTF was waiting on the governor to take action before the deadline of October 9th on any bill sent to him.  She said that letters had been sent to the governor on AB 338, AB 1125, and AB 1090; (positions listed in the agenda).  She said that AB 1351 had been gutted and amended to take the underground regulations language out of the bill which was the basis for the LTF support position and the subject of a letter previously sent to committee and to the author.  The bill now addresses unrelated issued about the San Diego Regional airport Authority.  It was decided that the LTF should send a letter to the governor that removes support for the new airport content to a neutral position but also restates the LTF position that legislation should be pursued that addresses limiting “underground” regulations.  The governor has supported that concept in the past and it will be good for the LTF to voice support to that idea.
Yvette Agredano discussed that a number of bills may become two-year bills, including AB 362, SB 369, SB 420, SB 926, and SB 928.   It was discussed there was the possibility of SB 928 undergoing a language amendment the week of session so Shaw/Yoder, Inc. was closely monitoring it during that time.     

Mike Mohajer questioned whether there was going to be a hearing on AB 1090/conversion technolgies in November of 2005.  AB 1090 relates to conversion technologies and was held over in committee earlier this year in favor of a more thorough hearing on the topic in general.  Yvette Agredano said she would check on that.  
III
REGULATORY ISSUES

A. Long Term Gas Violations:  Yvette Agredano requested that the LTF review the latest language being drafted by the CIWMB for submission to the California Office of Administrative Law (OAL), to consider if the LTF should send a letter on the issue.   
B.  AB 1497 Permit Regulations: – Yvette Agredano said that the LTF has previously attended workshops and submitted comments.   

C. Certification/Training Package:  Yvette Agredano said that she had attended the workshop on September 12, where the CIWMB staff presented language they intend to present to the CIWMB. She said the CIWMB is looking to expand their program dollars but ignoring SWANA as a training provider.  She said that SWANA member comments are needed to promote SWANA as a provider, which would save CIWMB costs over duplication of what SWANA could already provide.  There was a motion by Mike Mohajer that the LTF send a letter to the CIWMB members Marin and Mule and that John Abernethy and John Gulledge try to meet with them at the SWANA Wastecon in Austin, Texas to discuss the matter.  The motion was seconded by Constance Hornig.  All were in favor.   
D. RD&D Regulations:  Yvette Agredano said that regulations are being reviewed by OAL. 
E. Storm Water Permit proposed Regulations:  Yvette Agredano said that she will send out a summary of the meeting that was recently held and that can be taken up at the next meeting.
F. Conversion Technologies Report to the Legislature:  Mike Mohajer said that Los Angeles Counties and City had recently completed extensive studies regarding the feasibility of technologies.  They concluded that Thermal technologies (Waste to energy, pyrolysis and gasification) were shown to be the most viable.  He said eh would send out links to the reports.

G. AB 939 Diversion Compliance System:  Yvette Agredano noted that a letter was sent on this issue.
H. Other:  Larry Sweetser noted that there was going to be a workshop on new landfill gas compliance standards.  Also, there will be an upcoming workshop on October 24, 2005 regarding the reevaluation of the Closure and Postclosure regulatory standards and funding requirements.
