Budget Update

Environmental Protection

California Environmental Protection Agency programs restore and protect environmental quality, and protect public health. The Secretary coordinates the state's environmental regulatory programs and ensures fair and consistent enforcement of environmental law, which safeguards the state's residents and promotes the state's economic vitality. The Secretary also administers the children's environmental health, environmental justice, environmental law enforcement, and scientific peer review programs.

AGENCY'S PORTION OF THE BUDGET 
(State Funds)

The chart to the left represents the Agency's portion of the 2006-07 Budget. These totals do not include federal funds, other non-governmental cost funds, or reimbursements.


Air Resources Board

The Air Resources Board has primary responsibility for protecting air quality in California. This responsibility includes establishing ambient air quality standards for specific pollutants, administering air pollution research studies, evaluating standards adopted by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency and developing and implementing plans to attain and maintain these standards. These plans include emission limitations for vehicular and industrial sources established by the Board and local air pollution control districts. More..... 

MAJOR PROGRAM CHANGES:
· Climate Change Initiative

The Budget includes $5.2 million ( $3.3 million one-time Air Pollution Control Fund and 
$1.9 million ongoing Motor Vehicle Account) and 14.8 positions for the Air Resources 
Board to develop measures that require the use of bio-diesel fuel, reduce 
hydrofluorocarbon emissions and reduce emissions from heavy-duty vehicles. These 
strategies were identified by the Climate Action Team.
· Environmental Enforcement 

The Budget includes $4.0 million ($1.3 million one-time Air Pollution Control Fund and 
$2.7 ongoing Motor Vehicle Account) and 19 positions for the Air Resources Board to 
enforce heavy-duty diesel regulations, evaluate on-board diagnostic systems in vehicles, 
and replace older testing and diagnostic equipment.

· Hydrogen Highway


The Budget includes $6.5 million from the Motor Vehicle Account (MVA) for the Governor’s


Hydrogen Highway Initiative, which promotes the use of hydrogen as a means of 
diversifying California’s sources of transportation energy. The initiative defines a plan for 
250 hydrogen fueling stations and 20,000 hydrogen-fueled vehicles. The use of 
hydrogen technologies can significantly reduce air pollution and reduce energy 
dependence on fossil fuels. This funding will provide matching funds for three publicly 
accessible hydrogen fueling stations, and will enable the state to leverage federal 
matching funds for five fuel cell buses to be used in public transit fleets.

Integrated Waste Management Board

The California Integrated Waste Management Board promotes the following waste management practices: (1) source reduction, (2) recycling and composting, (3) reuse, and (4) environmentally safe transformation and land disposal. The Board protects public health and safety and the environment through the regulation of solid waste facilities, including landfills. Board activities include research, permitting, inspection, enforcement, public awareness, market development to promote recycling industries, and technical assistance to local agencies in development of local integrated waste management plans.

 MAJOR PROGRAM CHANGES: 

· Climate Change Initiative 


The Budget includes $466,000 Integrated Waste Management Account and 2.9 positions 
to implement landfill methane capture and recycling strategies to reduce greenhouse gas 
emissions to achieve the goals outlined by the multi-agency Climate Action Team.

· Tire Recycling Programs  

The Budget provides $5.23 million California Tire Recycling Management Fund and 2.9 
positions for the Waste Board's tire recycling programs, including $5 million for grants to 
increase the diversion of waste tires from landfills to productive uses and $230,000 and 
2.9 positions to enhance enforcement of waste tire regulations.
State Water Resources Control Board

The State Water Resources Control Board (State Board) and the nine Regional Water Quality Control Boards (Regional Boards) preserve and enhance the quality of California's water resources and ensure proper allocation and effective use. These objectives are achieved through the Water Quality and Water Rights programs.

 MAJOR PROGRAM CHANGES:
· The Water Security, Clean Drinking Water, Coastal and Beach Protection Fund (Proposition 50) and the Safe Drinking Water, Clean Water, Watershed Protection, and Flood Protection Act (Proposition 13)

The Budget includes $56.6 million in local assistance funding from Proposition 50 and 
Proposition 13 to fund projects that improve water quality in the following categories: 
CALFED drinking water and watershed protection programs, non-point source pollution 
control, clean beaches, water recycling, and groundwater monitoring.

· Surface Water Ambient Monitoring Program


Surface water monitoring provides data that is used by the Water Board to protect water 
quality in the state. The Budget includes $8.5 million Waste Discharge Permit Fund to 
enhance the Water Board's ability to monitor the water quality of the state's lakes, rivers 
and coastal areas.
Department of Toxic Substances Control

The Department of Toxic Substances Control protects public health and the environment by: (a) regulating hazardous waste management activities, (b) overseeing and performing cleanup activities at sites contaminated with hazardous substances, (c) encouraging pollution prevention and the development of environmentally protective technologies, and (d) providing regulatory assistance and public education.

Since department programs drive the need for infrastructure investment, each department has a related capital outlay program to support this need. More..... 

MAJOR PROGRAM CHANGES:
· Electronic Waste Recycling 


With advancing technology, increasing numbers of obsolete electronic devices such as 
computer monitors and televisions are being deposited into landfills, creating potential 
health risks due to their hazardous material content. The Budget includes additional 
funding of $1.5 million and 13.8 positions to enhance the state's enforcement of the 
Electronic Waste Recycling Act of 2003.

· Military Base Closure 


The Budget includes $209,000 Federal Trust Fund and 1.9 positions to provide oversight 
of hazardous material cleanup at the former McClellan Air Force Base and Fort Ord Army 
Base.

Environmental Health Hazard Assessment

The Office of Environmental Health Hazard Assessment protects and enhances public health and the environment through objective scientific evaluation of risks posed by hazardous substances. The Office performs risk assessments for various regulatory programs under the California Environmental Protection Agency, as well as other state and local agencies, and provides these programs with the scientific tools and information upon which to base risk management decisions. More..... 

MAJOR PROGRAM CHANGES:
· AB 121 Implementation, Lead in Candy

The Budget includes $125,000 General Fund and a two-year limited-term position to 
implement the provisions of Chapter 707, Statutes of 2005 (AB 121). AB 121 requires 
OEHHA to develop packaging standards for candy to ensure that packaging does not leach 
lead into the candy, and sampling and testing protocols which can be used by the 
Department of Health Services to test candy.
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Legislation
When the Legislature resumes session after their Summer recess, less than four weeks will remain in the 2006 Legislative Session. Several legislative deadlines have already passed, keeping some bills from advancing.  Any bill which misses a deadline must receive a rule waiver in order to be further considered this session.  Any bill below listed as “dead” has missed a deadline and not yet received a waiver.  A few priority bills from 2005 are still active and are being tracked by the Legislative Task Force. AB 362 (Aghazarian) Administrative proceedings. 

Deletes provisions requiring the State Water Resources Control Board to provide guidance to the regional boards in matters of procedure and to review the boards' public participation procedures. Provides that all persons shall have equal procedural rights and be afforded equal treatment in all proceedings conducted pursuant to the Water Quality Control Act. 

STATUS: Dead, this bill missed the June 30th deadline to get out of policy committee. 

LTF Position: Support

AB 1688 (Niello) Illegal dumping enforcement officers. 

Adds to the list of persons who are not peace officers but may exercise the powers of arrest of a peace officer and the power to serve warrants during the course and within the scope of their employment illegal dumping officers, whose primary duty is the enforcement of illegal dumping laws. 

STATUS: 06/15/2006, Read second time in Senate. To third reading.

LTF Position: Watch
AB 1693 (Berg) California Pollution Control Financing Authority   



      Cut Flower Commission: assessments
A previous version of this bill would have established a process at the California Pollution Control Financing Authority to better ensure that pollution control projects financed by Authority loans actually result in measurable reductions in pollution. This bill was gutted and amended to now relate to the Cut Flower Commission. Due to these amendments, this bill will no longer be monitored. 
STATUS: 6/29/06, Referred to Senate Committee on Appropriations.
LTF Position: Pending Review of recent amendments
AB 1866 (Karnette) Recycling: polystyrene: state facilities.
Prohibits a state facility from selling, possessing or distributing an expanded polystyrene food container. Requires each prospective bidder to certify that it, its agents, subsidiaries, partners, joint ventures, and subcontractors for procurement, will not sell, possess or distribute such containers at a state facility. Exempts prisons and state mental health facilities it is determined that such containers are the only viable alternative.
STATUS: Dead, this bill missed the June 2nd deadline to pass out of its house of origin. 
LTF Position: Support in Concept
AB 1992 (Canciamilla) Solid waste: dumping. 

Existing law provides that this prohibition does not apply to the placing, depositing, or dumping of garbage upon private property by the owner, or a person authorized by the owner, of the private property, except that such action is prohibited from creating a public health and safety hazard or a fire hazard, as determined by specified entities. Existing law defines "garbage" for these purposes. Existing law requires a state fish and game warden, city police officer, sheriff, sheriff's deputy, and other peace officers of the state, to enforce these provisions.    This bill would repeal the definition of garbage and instead use the term "solid waste," as the bill would define that term. 

STATUS: 06/29/2006, policy committee deadline waived, set for hearing in Senate Public Safety on August 8.
LTF Position: Support
AB 2118 (Matthews) Solid waste: diversion: conversion. 

Revises the definition of the term solid waste facility to delete a gasification facility. Includes a conversion technology facility as a solid waste facility. Specifies a percentage of that solid waste in the source reduction and recycling element is to be diverted from disposal and conversion technology and would revise the methods for determining the amount of solid waste required to be diverted to include conversion technology. 

STATUS: Dead, this bill missed the June 30th deadline to get out of policy committee. 
LTF Position: Watch
AB 2127 (Plescia) Hazardous waste: alkaline batteries. 

Requires a study regarding whether there are any environmental impacts caused by the random disposal of used alkaline batteries in a permitted solid wast landfill facility. Requires evaluation of the cost of developing an infrastructure to collect used alkaline batteries as a non-RCRA hazardous waste from consumers and the likely financial impact on consumer, if they are required to fund the development of that infrastructure through a deposit, fee, or other form of imposed cost. 

STATUS: Dead, this bill missed the June 2nd deadline to pass out of its house of origin. 
LTF Position: Watch
AB 2206 (Montanez) Recycling: multifamily dwellings. 
Requires local jurisdictions to report on the progress made in the diversion and recycling of waste material at multifamily dwellings in their annual report to add an additional factor related to diversion and recycling of solid waste from multifamily dwellings that the Integrated Waste Management Board would be required to consider in determining the appropriateness of imposing penalties on a local jurisdiction. Requires the board to make available model ordinances for solid waste reduction.
STATUS: 06/20/2006, Referred to Senate Committee on Appropriations.
LTF Position: Watch
AB 2253 (Hancock) Vehicles: Illegal dumping.
Authorizes a court to impound a vehicle used in the illegal dumping of waste matter, harmful waste matter upon a conviction of the person dumping the matter, if the person is the registered owner of the vehicle or owner's agent, and has one or more convictions for illegal dumping. Authorizes the court in a criminal action for such dumping to declare the vehicle used in the violation to be a nuisance and to order it sold, if the person has 2 or more previous convictions and other conditions are met.
STATUS: 06/29/2006, From Senate Public Safety Committee:  Amend, and do pass as amended.
LTF Position: Support
AB 2296 (Montanez) Solid waste: landfill post-closure financial assurance.
Requires a person owning or operating a solid waste facility to submit a plan for correction action plan for the closure of the facility to the Integrated Waste Managment Board, a regional water board and the local enforcement agency. Requires the person to submit evidence of financial ability to provide for closure, postclosure maintenance, and corrective action. Requires the adoption of regulations regarding the cost estimates of the state if the state resumes responsibility for those activities.
STATUS: 06/20/2006, Referred to Senate Appropriations Committee.
LTF Position: Oppose
AB 2449 (Levine) Recycling: plastic bags. 

Requires a store operator to establish an in-store recycling program that provides an opportunity for a customer to return a plastic carryout bag provided back to that store. Requires the bag provided to have specified information printed or displayed on the bag. Requires the bag collection bin to be visible and easily accessible. Requires a operator to make reusable bags available. Requires a bag manufacturer to provide any assistance in the development of such recycling programs.
STATUS: 06/29/2006, From Senate Environmental Committee:  Amend, and do pass as amended.
LTF Position: Support
AB 2845 (Bogh) Beverage containers: recycling and litter cleanup grants.
Relates to the Beverage Container Recycling Fund. Appropriates funds to the department to pay refund values, processing payments, and for other purposes, including permitting the department to provide payments to cities and counties for container recycling and litter cleanup activities. Increases the amount the department is authorized to expend.
STATUS: Dead, this bill missed the June 30th deadline to get out of policy committee.
LTF Position: Support
AB 2878 (Ruskin) Environment: state buildings: sustainable building practices.
Enacts the Green Building Act of 2006. Requires the Integrated Waste Management Board to develop and adopt regulations green for green building standards for the construction or renovation of state buildings. Requires the regulations to incorporate specified minimum standards. Requires the board to consult with specified entities and to hold public workshops in developing the standards. Requires, as of a specified date, any new construction or renovation, or lease to incorporate those standards.
STATUS: Dead, this bill missed the June 30th deadline to get out of policy committee.
LTF Position: Support
AB 3001 (Pavley) Electronic waste: personal computers.
Relates to electronic waste. Provides that a covered electronic device also includes a personal computer. Requires a retailer to collect of fee from the consumer at the time of the retail sale of the personal computer.
STATUS: Dead, this bill missed the June 2nd deadline to pass out of its house of origin.
LTF Position: Support
SB 369 (Simitian) Solid waste: tire recycling. 


Relates to existing law that authorizes the Integrated Waste Management Board to implement a program to award grants to cities, counties, districts, and other local governmental agencies for the funding of public works projects that use rubberized asphalt concrete. Provides for recommencement of the grant program. Provides for a new inoperative and repeal date. 

STATUS: 06/27/2006, Referred to Assembly Committee on Appropriations
LTF Position: Support

SB 928 (Perata) Public resources: solid waste. 

Changes that percentage to an unspecified amount a city or county source reduction element to divert of all solid waste from landfill disposal of transformation through source reduction, recycling, and composting activities. Deletes the reference in existing law to the additional authority of the board to grant a time extension for diversion requirements. 

STATUS: 6/26/2006, Passed from Assembly Committee on Natural Resources. 

LTF Position: Oppose
SB 1205 (Escutia) Air pollution: Children's Breathing Rights Act: penalties.    

Enacts the Children's Breathing Rights Act which would increase the maximum penalties for specified violations of air pollution laws from nonvehicular sources. Assesses an additional civil penalty per day for each violation committed by a serious violator of specified nonvehicular air pollution laws. Requires a specified percentage of such penalties and settlements to be deposited into the Children's Breathing Rights Fund.
STATUS: 06/27/2006, To Assembly Committee on Appropriations. 
LTF Position: Oppose
SB 1225 (Chesbro) Service authority: registration and service fees.
Relates to a service authority for the abatement of abandoned vehicles and the imposition of a $1 vehicle registration fee in a county if the board of supervisors of that county and a majority of the cities adopt resolutions providing the fee. Revises the amount of the vehicle registration fee from $1 to $2. Revises the amount of the additional fee imposed on a commercial motor vehicle from $2 to $4. Requires the same adoption procedure set forth in existing law for an increase in the fee from $1 to $2.
STATUS: 06/28/2006, Placed on Assembly Appropriations suspense file.

LTF Position: Support
SB 1274 (Dunn) Cartwright Act: monopolies.
Provides that it is unlawful for any person to monopolize, attempt to monopolize, or to combine or conspire with any person to monopolize any part of trade or business, and that this activity is a trust for purposes of the Cartwright Act. Provides that monopolize includes monopsonize.
STATUS: 06/01/2006, Read third time in Senate.  Refused passage.
LTF Position: Pending Review
SB 1305 (Figueroa) Medical waste. 

Excludes household waste, except for home-generated sharps, as defined, from the definition of medical waste. Prohibits a person from knowingly placing home-generated sharps in certain types of containers used for the collection of solid waste, construction, and demolition debris, greenwaste, or other recyclable materials. 

STATUS: 06/30/2006, Enrolled.  To Governor at 11:30 a.m.

LTF Position: Support

SB 1778 (Alarcon) Solid Waste: alternative daily cover, compost.
Requires, if the alternative daily cover is comprised of woody or green material, that material not to be considered as being diverted and to be included in the amount of solid waste that is subject to disposal for purposes of the diversion requirements of the Integrated Waste Management Act of 1989. Requires the Integrated Waste Management Board, with conditions, to develop a schedule for excluding solid waste that is used as an alternative daily cover and comprised of such materials.
STATUS: Dead, this bill missed the June 2nd deadline to pass out of its house of origin.

Permit Implementation Regulations (AB 1497) 

This package proposes new and revised regulations implementing the requirements of Assembly Bill 1497 (Stats. 2003, Ch. 823), applying new construction and demolition requirements to the regulation of other solid wastes, and clarifying permit process requirements.

Background—In January 2004, AB 1497 was enacted. The new law mandates several new solid waste facility permitting requirements and authorizes the Board to adopt regulations to implement these requirements. At its January 2004 meeting, the Board directed staff to address, in a rulemaking, the application of new construction & demolition requirements to other solid waste facility and local enforcement agency requirements. Finally, in early 2004, the Board staff consulted with stakeholders to solicit their input on what they viewed as areas for improvement, consistency, and clarification related to the permitting process and/or requirements.

During the second half of 2004, Board staff solicited stakeholder input on regulatory concepts associated with the issues above via a process entitled the Solid Waste Facility Permit Regulation Development Plan. At its November 2004 meeting, the Board's Permitting and Enforcement Committee directed staff to implement the plan through three separate and staggered rulemakings. This rulemaking, Permit Implementation Regulations (AB 1497), is the first of the three rulemakings.

At its November 7, 2005 meeting, the Permitting and Enforcement Committee directed staff to initiate a 60-day comment period on the proposed regulations and to work with stakeholders in the development of two lists that could be inserted into the regulations prior to beginning the comment period: first, a list of minor changes that would not require LEA review and approval prior to the operator taking action, and, second, a list of changes that would always require a revision to the permit. The Second Draft Informal Text is now available. 

Status—Board staff is evaluating the comments received during the 60-day formal public comment period, which ran from April 7, 2006 through June 6, 2006, and the comments received at the June 5, 2006 public hearing. Staff anticipates returning to the Board's Permitting and Enforcement Committee in August or September 2006 with a request for direction to notice a 15-day comment period for changes to the proposed text.

The LTF has been actively participating in the stakeholder process. 
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Household Hazardous Waste Form Revisions
Description—The California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) proposes to revise form CIWMB 303 (Household Hazardous Waste Collection Information For Fiscal Year ____/____) and the associated regulatory text which apply to the CIWMB and Department of Toxic Substances Control's (DTSC) management of household hazardous waste (HHW) programs. The proposed regulations will provide clear program guidance to the CIWMB, DTSC and local HHW governing bodies.
Affected Regulatory Code Sections—Title 14, California Code of Regulations, Division 7, Chapter 9, Article 6.3

Status—The package containing proposed regulatory language, Initial Statement of Reasons, and the Notice of Proposed Rulemaking has been submitted to the Office of Administrative Law (OAL) for publication of the notice on June 2, 2006. The date of publication begins a formal 45-day comment period. The public comment period ended on July 24, 2006.

AB 2901: California Cell Phone Recycling Act 

Introduction
The Cell Phone Recycling Act of 2004, a new law regarding cellular phone recycling, took effect on July 1, 2006. The new law makes it easier for consumers to recycle used cellular phones. This fact sheet summarizes the new law and its requirements. It covers who is affected and what they must do. Background
Consumers usually replace their cellular phones about every 18 months. Only a very small percentage of used cellular phones are being recycled or reused. Used cellular phones contain hazardous substances and should not be disposed of with regular house​hold wastes. Circuit boards in cellular phones contain arsenic, antimony, beryllium, cadmium, copper, lead, mercury, nickel and zinc. The rechargeable batteries used with cellular phones contain cobalt, zinc and copper. 

Who is affected by the New Law?

The new law affects cellular phone retailers and consumers (Pub. Resources Code §42493). It requires cellular phone retailers to develop and implement a system for the accep​tance and collection of used cellular phones for reuse, recycling or proper disposal (Pub. Resources Code §42494). As of July 1, 2006, it is unlawful for a retailer to sell a cellular phone to a consumer in California unless the retailer is in compliance with the new law.
A retailer is any person or business who sells a cellular phone in the state to a consumer. Retailers include manufacturers of cellular phones who sell directly to consumers. Per​sons or businesses that sell cellular phones through outlets, catalogs or the Internet are also retailers. If you are a cellular phone retailer, it is your responsibility to make consum​ers aware of, and provide them with convenient and cost-free opportunities for returning their used cellular phones for proper reuse, recycling or disposal.
A consumer is a purchaser or owner of a cellular phone. Individuals, businesses, cor​porations, limited partnerships, nonprofit organizations and government entities are all considered to be consumers under the new law, except when they purchase cellular phones in a wholesale transaction with a distributor or retailer.
The new law also affects state agencies and the persons from whom they buy or lease new cellular phones. Any state agency procuring new cellular phones must require persons bidding to supply the phones to certify they and their associated entities are in compli​ance with the Cell Phone Recycling Act of 2004 (Pub. Resources Code §42498).
What are the new requirements for cellular phone retailers?
Beginning July 1, 2006, retailers must have in place, and promote, a system for accepting and collecting used cellular phones for reuse, recycling or proper disposal. At no cost to the consumer, retailers must:

· Take back from the consumer a used cellular phone that the consumer obtained from the retailer.

· Take back from the consumer a used cellular phone that the consumer obtained anywhere when the consumer obtains a new cellular phone from the retailer.

· A retailer who delivers a cellular phone direct​ly to a consumer (e.g., by mail) must provide with it a “mechanism” (e.g., postage-paid mailer) for the reuse, recycling or disposal of the consumer’s old cellular phone.
· Publicize information about the cellular phone recycling opportunities that the retailer provides. This may include, for example, signage, brochures or advertising materials given to consumers, and direct communications with consumers.
Tracking Our Progress
Beginning July 1, 2007, and annually thereafter, DTSC will post on its Web site the estimated Califor​nia recycling rate for cellular phones (Pub. Resources Code §42496.4). Check http://www.dtsc.ca.gov/ for a link to the recycling rate.

How will the new law affect state agencies and companies that sell or lease cellular phones to them? 
State agencies that purchase or lease cellular phones will only do so from prospective bidders who have certified that they are in compliance with the requirements of the new law. Prospec​tive bidders who cannot show their certification of compliance will not be eligible to bid on state contracts to buy or lease cellular phones. Success​ful bidders must cooperate in providing access to their records showing their compliance with the new law. If a successful bidder is later found to be in violation the new law, the contract will be voided, and the bidder will be ineligible to bid on any state contract for three years and a court may order the bidder to return any compensation received (Pub. Resources Code §42498).

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Management of Treated Wood Waste

Assembly Bill 1353 (2003, Matthews)  requires DTSC to adopt regulations by January 2007 specifying alternative management standards for treated wood waste. 
DTSC held a workshop to gather information on management of treated wood waste March 16, 2006 in Sacramento, California.  This is a link to all comments received at the March workshop: http://dtsc.ca.gov/LawsRegsPolicies/Regs/upload/Comments_on_04-26-06_Workshop.pdf
DTSC representatives summarized the proposed regulatory straw proposal, discussed regulatory issues related to this rulemaking, and offered alternatives. DTSC solicited comments and suggestions from workshop attendees.  The DTSC’s goal was to, with input by stakeholders, develop concepts and background information regarding the management of treated wood wastes. Information and comments received are being used to develop draft regulatory language that will be presented for comments during a public notice. DTSC is currently vetting a new draft proposal with specific stakeholders, including the LTF.  A final draft for public comment should be available by the end of August.
Background—existing requirements for the management of non-RCRA hazardous treated wood waste are found in Health and Safety Code (HSC) section 25150.7(e). These requirements provide streamlined handling standards for treated wood waste. Subject to a sunset date of January 1, 2007, HSC section 25150.7 conditionally exempts generators, transporters, and other entities managing treated wood waste prior to disposal from the requirements of the hazardous waste control law. 
The conditions for the exemption are:

• Manage treated wood waste so as to prevent scavenging.

• Do not dispose of treated wood waste outside of a hazardous waste or composite lined non-hazardous waste landfill as described in section 25150.7(d).

• Burn, recycle, reclaim, or reused treated wood waste only in compliance with the general hazardous waste laws.

• Do not store treated wood waste for more than 90 days.

• Protect stored treated wood wastes from run-on and run-off.

• Store treated wood waste on an impervious surface.

• Do not mix treated wood waste with other wood wastes.

• Comply with OSHA regulations for hazardous wastes.

Treated wood waste is generated by numerous entities throughout California including construction firms, homeowners, utilities, and farmers.
The Matthews legislation mandates DTSC to adopt, by January 1, 2007, management standards for non-RCRA TWW as an alternative to California hazardous waste law. The law further instructs, “The regulations adopted pursuant to this subdivision shall, at a minimum, ensure all of the following:

(A) Treated wood waste is properly stored, treated, transported, tracked, disposed of, and otherwise managed so as to prevent, to the extent practical, releases of hazardous constituents to the environment, prevent scavenging, and prevent harmful exposure of people, including workers and children, aquatic life, and animals to hazardous chemical constituents of the treated wood waste.

(B) Treated wood waste is not reused, with or without treatment, except for a purpose that is consistent with the approved use of the preservative with which the wood has been treated. For purposes of this subparagraph, "approved uses" means a use approved at the time the treated wood waste is reused.

(C) Treated wood waste is managed in accordance with all applicable laws.

(D) Any size reduction of treated wood waste is conducted in a manner that prevents the uncontrolled release of hazardous constituents to the environment, and that conforms to applicable worker health and safety requirements.

(E) All sawdust and other particles generated during size reduction are captured and managed as treated wood waste.

(F) All employees involved in the acceptance, storage, transport, and other management of treated wood waste are trained in the safe and legal management of treated wood waste, including, but not limited to, procedures for identifying and segregating treated wood waste.”

Hazardous Waste Manifest Information 

A hazardous waste manifest must accompany most hazardous waste that is shipped off site. The Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest is the shipping document that travels with hazardous waste from the point of generation, through transportation, to the final treatment, storage, and disposal facility (TSDF). Each party in the chain of shipping, including the generator, signs and keeps one of the manifest copies, creating a "cradle-to-grave" tracking of the hazardous waste.  EPA ID numbers are needed by all parties on the manifest.  Hazardous waste transporters in California must be registered with the Department of Toxic Substances Control.

In 2005, U.S. EPA published regulations that significantly change the manifest form and procedures.  They mandate national use of a new Uniform Hazardous Waste Manifest that goes into effect on September 5, 2006.
