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MINUTES OF SWANA CALIFORNIA LEGISLATIVE



TASK FORCE TELEPHONE MEETING

May 3, 2006

The Legislative Task Force (LTF) meeting was held in Palm Springs, California at the SWANA Western Regional Symposium.  The meeting started at about 4:30 PM.  A quorum was not present as there were only 7 voting members present.  The meeting did not include any business items.  A list of LTF members that attended is Attachment A (No signup sheet was circulated - attendees that are not LTF members are not listed on Attachment A).   The agenda is Attachment B.  
It was decided that the order of the agenda would be changed so that the regulatory issues be discussed first, followed by legislation.

I
REGULATORY ISSUES
A. Permit Implementation Regulations (AB 1497) -  Yvette Agredano discussed formal comments will be submitted by the LTF.  She indicated that the LTF concern is generally that the list of activities that will be listed as ‘insignificant’ changes should be expanded.  She recommended that those in the audience that have concerns could review the proposed regulation and provide comments.

B. Tire Hauler Registration and Manifesting – Yvette Agredano briefly described the regulation and said they are not a priority of the LTF.

C.  Treated Wood Waste – Yvette Agredano discussed the proposed regulations, as described on the agenda, and said that comments are due by May 15, 2006.  There was discussion that the regulation is too strict and will be costly for certain sectors, for example farmers or wine growers that are removing and disposing of treated wood stakes.  It was suggested that Yvette Agredano contact the Farm Bureau to discuss LTF concerns and possibly collaborating on comments.

D. Electronic Waste Recovery and Recycling Description – Yvette Agredano discussed the contents and indicated that many claims are being denied and there needs to be more outreach by the CIWMB.  

II
LEGISLATION
Yvette Agredano provided a handout of LTF action legislation, May 3rd update, which is included as Attachment C.  She discussed the content of the bills and LTF position which is noted in the handout.  Only selected bills were discussed in any detail.  The following table is a summary of those discussions.

	BILL
	SUMMARY OF SELECTED BILL DISCUSSION

	AB 1688
	LTF supports but has expressed comments that illegal dumping officers should not be limited to only those with those duties as a ‘primary’ function.

	AB 1866
	Would require state agencies polystyrene food containers.  The bill received a lot of questions.  Conservative assembly members question why a burden is placed on industry.  Liberal legislative members are pushing for manufacturer responsibility.  The language was changes from polystyrene to indicate materials that are recyclable and compostable.  It waters down the bill but LTF still supports it in concept.    

	AB 2118
	This bill was gutted to look like a spot bill.  May only end of up being a definition bill.  The LTF decided to change its position to watch.

	AB 2127
	Yvette Agredano discussed that this bill contains some concepts of the LTF model of not banning without science, in this case determining if there is a hazard if disposed of in lined landfills, and a plan for dealing with the materials if they must be recycled. The bill was amended to delay implementation until January 1, 2007.

	AB 2253
	Yvette Agredano discussed that this bill would allow seizure of vehicles used in illegal dumping.  She said that opponents in the trucking industry feel it is too harsh.  The LTF and audience discussed that this bill should be supported and it not too harsh because illegal dumping is wrong and the law should have some teeth.

	AB 2296
	Yvette Agredano said that the LTF is concerned that this bill regarding landfill postclosure financial assurances may be overkill.  However, there was LTF and audience discussion that there should be a distinction between public and private operators because the public entities get stuck if the private firms go bankrupt.  The LTF will undertake more analysis of this bill when crafting a position.  

	SB 928
	Yvette Agredano discussed that this bill would increase the AB 939 diversion mandate percentage.  The amount is unspecific in the bill at this time but would be included later.  The LTF is opposed and will monitor the bill closely.

	SB 1778
	This bill will not allow continuation of diversion credits for greenwaste ADC.  The LTF is opposed because of cost and operational concerns and the fact that ADC generally does not hurt compost markets.  In addition, if the diversion AB 939 mandate percentage is increased the loss of credit for ADC would make it extremely difficult or impractical to meet any new requirement.

Regulatory Issues

Permit Implementation Regulations (AB 1497): New and revised regulations implementing the
requirements of Assembly Bill 1497 (Stats. 2003, Ch. 823), applying new construction and demolition
requirements to the regulation of other solid wastes, and clarifying permit process requirements. A 60-
day formal public comment period on the proposed regulations begins on Apri 7, 2006 and runs through
June 6, 2006. A public hearing is scheduled for June 5, 2006. See Rulemaking Documents below for
more details.

Tire Hauler Registration and Manifesting Requirements for the Comprehensive Trip Log. Revision of
existing waste tire hauler regisiration and manifest regulations to introduce the Comprehensive Trip Log
form (CIWMB 203) as a replacement form for the current Manifest form (CIWMB 647) and Tire Trip Log
form (CIWMB 648). Additionally, establish criteria for submittal of electronic data to the Board, in fieu of
the required paper form(s). The proposed changes implement, intetpret and make specific the
provisions of Chapter 838, Statutes of 2000 (Escutia, SB 876), as well as correct exrors, add language
to make the regulations more functional, and delete unnecessary language. On March 14, 2006 the
Board approved the revised permanent regulations and directed staff to submit the regulations to OAL
for review, approval, and filing with the Secretary of State.

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LTF Action Legislation—May 3¢ Update

AB 362 Aghazarian, Greg (R)  Administrative proceedings. Support

Deletes provisions requiring the State Water Resources Control Board to provide guidance to the regional boards in
matters of procedure and to review the boards' public participation procedures. Provides that all persons shall have
equal procedural rights and be afforded equal treatment in all proceedings conducted pursuant to the Water Quality
Control Act.

AB 1688 Niello, Roger (R) lllegal dumping enforcement officers.  Support If Amended

Adds to the list of persons who are not peace officers but may exercise the powers of arrest of a peace officer and the
power to serve warrants during the course and within the scope of their employment illegal dumping officers, whose
primary duty is the enforcement of illegal dumping laws.

AB 1693 Matthews, Barbara (D) California Poliution Control Financing Authority. Oppose

Requires a project financed by the Pollution Control Financing Authority to result in a quantifiable reduction of poflution.
Requires the pollution reduction attributable to a project to be certified by an independent 3rd party. Requires the
authority to prepare and submit to the Legislature an annual report on the amounts and types of pollution reduced
through the actions of the authority.

AB 1866 Karnette, Betty (D) Recycling: polystyrene: state facilities. Support In Concept
Prohibits a state facility from selling, possessing, or distributing an expanded polystyrene food container on and after a
specified date. Directs a state agency to require each prospective bidder, on and after a specified date, to certify that it,
and its agents, subsidiaries, partners, joint venturers and subcontractors for procurement, will not sell, possess, or
distribute an expanded polystyrene food container at a state facility.

AB 1992 Canciamilla, Joe (D} Solid waste: dumping.  Support
Provides that the placing of solid waste on private property, without the owner's consent is a misdemeanor.

AB 2118 Matthews, Barbara (D) Solid waste: diversion: conversion. Oppose

Revises the definition of the term solid waste facility to delete a gasification facility. Includes a conversion technology
facility as a solid waste facility. Specifies a percentage of that solid waste in the source reduction and recycling element
is to be diverted from disposal and conversion technology and would revise the methods for determining the amount of
solid waste required to be diverted to include conversion technology. Requires countywide siting elements to contain
areas for such technology.

AB 2127 Plescia, George (R) Hazardous waste: alkaline batteries. Support In Concept
Requires a study regarding whether there are any environmental impacts caused by the random disposal of used
alkaline batteries in a permitted solid waste landfill facility. Requires evaluation of the cost of developing an
infrastructure to collect used alkaline batteries as a non-RCRA hazardous waste from consumers and the likely
financial impact on consumer, if they are required to fund the development of that infrastructure through a deposit, fee,
or other form of imposed cost.

AB 2206 Montanez, Cindy (D)  Recycling: multifamily dwellings. Oppose

Requires local jurisdictions to report on the progress made in the diversion and recycling of waste material at
multifamily dwellings in their annual report to'add an additional factor related to diversion and recycling of solid waste
from multifamily dwellings that the Integrated Waste Management Board would be required to consider in determining
the appropriateness of imposing penalties on a local jurisdiction. Requires the board to make available model
ordinances for solid waste reduction,

AB 2253 Hancock, Loni (D) Vehicles: lllegal dumping. Support

Authorizes the seizure of a vehicle used for the illegal dumping of waste matter on public or private property and
establishes procedures for the seizure and civil forfeiture of the vehicle. Provides for the return of the vehicle to the
owner under specified circumstances.

AB 2296 Montanez, Cindy (D) Solid waste: landfill post-closure financial assurance. Oppose

Requires a person owning or operating a solid waste facility to submit a plan for correction action plan for the closure of
the fagility to the Integrated Waste Managment Board, a regional water board and the local enforcement agency.
Requires the person to submit evidence of financial ability to provide for closure, postclosure maintenance, and
corrective action. Requires the adoption of regulations regarding the cost estimates of the state if the state resumes
respansibifity for those activities.




[image: image3.png]AB 24489 Levine, Lloyd (D) Recycling: plastic bags. Support

Requires a store to establish an in-store recycling program that provides an opportunity for a customer to return a plastic bag
provided by the store back to that store. Requires the bag provided by the store to have specified information printed or
displayed on the bag. Requires the bag collection bin to be visible and easily accessible o consumers. Requires a store to make
reusable bags available. Requires a plastic bag manufacturer to provide any assistance in the development of such recycling
programs.

AB 2845 Bogh, Russ (R) Beverage containers: recycling and litter cleanup grants. Support

Relates to the Beverage Container Recyeling Fund. Appropriates funds to the depariment to pay refund values, processing
payments, and for other purposes, including permitting the department to provide payments to cities and counties for container
recycling and litter cleanup activities. Increases the amount the department is authorized to expend.

AB 2878 Ruskin, Ira (D) Environment: state buildings: sustainable building practices. Support

Enacts the Green Building Act of 2006. Requires the Integrated Waste Management Board to develop and adopt regulations
green for green building standards for the construction or renovation of state buildings. Requires the regulations to incorporate
specified minimum sfandards. Requires the board to consult with specified entities and to hold public workshops in developing
the standards. Requires, as of a specified date, any new construction or renovation, or lease to incorporate those standards.

AB 3001 Paviey, Fran (D) Electronic waste: personal computers  Support
Relates to electronic waste. Provides a definition of a covered electronic device as a computer video display device. includes a
personal computer under this definition.

SB 369 Simitian, Joe (D) Solid waste: tire recycling. Support

Relates to existing law that authorizes the Integrated Waste Management Board to implement a program to award grants to
cities, counties, districts, and other local governmental agencies for the funding of public works projects that use rubberized
asphalt concrete. Provides for recommencemient of the grant program. Provides for a new inoperative and repeat date.

SB 928 Perata, Don (D) Public resources: solid waste.  Oppose

Changes that percentage to an unspecified amount a city or county source reduction element to divert of all solid waste from
landfilt disposal of transformation through source reduction, recycling, and composting activities. Deletes the reference in existing
law to the additional authority of the board to grant a time extension for diversion requirements.

SB 1225 Chesbro, Wesley ()  Service authority: registration and service fees.  Support

Relates to a service authority for the abatement of abandoned vehicles and the imposition of a $1 vehicle registration fee in a
county if the board of supervisors of that county and a majority of the cities adopt resolutions providing the fee. Revises the
amount of the vehicle registration fee from $1 to $2. Revises the amount of the additional fee imposed on a commercial motor
vehicle from $2 to $4. Requires the same adoption procedure set forth in existing law for an increase in the fee from $1 to $2.

SB 1305 Figueroa, Liz (D) Medical waste. Support

Amends the Medical Waste Management Act which excludes certain items, such as household waste from the definition of
medical waste to exclude home-generated sharps waste from the definition of medical waste. Prohibits a person from knowingly
placing home-generated sharps waste in certain types of containers. Provides that such waste shall be transported only in a
sharps container, or other approved container. Provides that this waste shail only be managed at specified locations.

SB 1778 Alarcon, Richard (D) Solid Waste: alternative daily cover, compost. Oppose

Requires that if the alternative daily cover is comprised of woody or green material, that material not to be considered as being
diverted and to be inciuded in the amount of solid waste that is subject to disposal for purposes of the diversion requirements of
the Integrated Waste Management Act of 1989. Requires the Integrated Waste Management Board to develop a schedule for
excluding solid waste that is used as an alternative daily cover and comprised of such materials.
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
