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MINUTES OF SWANA CALIFORNIA LEGISLATIVE TASK
 FORCE MEETING, SWANA WESTERN REGIONAL SYMPOSIUM
May 17, 2005

The Legislative Task Force (LTF) meeting started at about 4:30 PM.  A quorum was not present as there were only seven voting members present.  The list of people that attended is Attachment A.  The agenda is Attachment B.  The items at the meeting were discussed in the order below, not necessarily according to the agenda order.  
I.
BUSINESS ITEMS AND LTF ACTIVITIES


Welcome and Introductions

Will Dickinson, Chairman, welcomed the attendees to the meeting, which was held at a session of the SWANA Western Regional Symposium (WRS) in South Lake Tahoe.  Introductions included those listed on Attachment A.
Next Meeting Date
The next telephone meeting date was confirmed as Thursday June 2, 2005; at 11:00 AM to 12:00 P.M. 

II
LEGISLATION

Yvette Agredano led discussion on the following bills and issues, which was supplemented by a handout table of SWANA 2005 Action Legislation:
AB 338:  The LTF supports this bill regarding crumb rubber recycling.

AB 362:  The LTF supports this bill regarding public participation procedures for the State Water Board.
AB 399:  Yvette Agredano discussed that is a multi-family residential recycling bill.    The League of California Cities (League) and CSAC are neutral on this bill.  There was discussion regarding concerns over model ordinances becoming mandates.  The LTF is holding a position on this bill until after it is known whether the author will be receptive to LTF concerns. 
AB 1090:  The LTF, CSAC and the League all support this bill about revision of definitions to provide diversion credits for conversion technologies.  This bill could become a 2-year bill.
Proposed modifications to the application criteria for California Pollution Control Financing Authority (CPCFA) funding: This program provides CPCFA financed, tax-exempt bonds for private financed projects.  The CPCFA has proposed modifications to the application criteria.  The SWIG group has circulated a support letter in reference to the proposed changes.  It was discussed that it would be good to have these provision extended to conversion technologies.  And conversely, it was questioned whether SWANA should support this proposal given that it only is for financing for private entities that could include projects for landfills or facilities in competition with public facilities. The LTF decided to watch and confer with SWIG on this issue since SWANA did not sign on to last SWIG letter.    
SB 411:  Yvette Agredano discussed this bill, that the LTF opposes, which would eliminate green waste use as Alternative Daily Cover.  The LTF sent a letter opposing the bill.  The bill is in committee now and may or may not become a 2-year bill.  The League and CSAC also oppose this bill.  It was discussed that this bill stems in part from only a few projects that may have been abusing green waste regulations and that proper enforcement is all that is needed rather than repealing the ADC diversion credit.  It was noted that a recent CIWMB study indicated that if facilities are greater than 17% diversion through ADC that they will get investigated further.    
AB 1637:  Yvette Agredano discussed that the LTF is staying neutral on this bill regarding requirements for back-up cameras on collection trucks in addition to existing alarms.  She also noted that current law requires that alarms sound immediately during any backing, which is more stringent than many trucks that may only sound an alarm when backing up over 36 inches.
SB 928 and SB 420:  Yvette Agredano said SB 420 has been dropped.  SB 928 proposes an “unspecified” diversion goal by the year 2011, rather than 75% in previous version.  The staff consultant for the author’s office backing the bill was invited to the WRS to speak, but declined.  There was discussion including major concerns that the diversion mandated percentage should only be raised in conjunction with consideration of practicality and economic issues.  It was discussed that currently 246 jurisdictions are below 50% diversion and that figure is growing.  The LTF will work with private industry on opposing this bill.
III
REGULATORY ISSUES

A. Disposal Reporting and Adjustment Method:  Yvette Agredano said the LTF commented on the draft regulations recommending holding off on legislative initiatives until the system is fixed.  However, the Chairperson is clearly in opposition to putting the initiative on hold. After two 45-day comment periods, it is out for a 15-day comment period.
B. CIWMB Role in Broader LEA and Operator Training:  A brief update on SWANA MOLO efforts was given by John Skinner, SWANA Executive Officer.  Yvette Agredano discussed that the CIWMB does not appear to value joint training, which SWANA does.  There will be a new training proposal by the CIWMB, expected in June 2005.  It was noted that SWANA will have new training available, including bioreactor operation training next year.
C. Permit Implementation Regulations: Yvette Agredano said that a letter was sent commenting on the regulations resulting from AB 1497, separate from the SWIG letter.
D. Other   -   Russ Reiserer suggested that the LTF add SB 771 to the list of bills to watch.
