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MINUTES OF SWANA CALIFORNIA LEGISLATIVE

TASK FORCE TELEPHONE MEETING

June 2, 2005

The Legislative Task Force (LTF) telephone conference started at about 11:00 AM.  A quorum was present as there were nine voting members present, and at least one voting member from each chapter.  The list of people that participated is Attachment A.  The agenda is Attachment B.  The items at the meeting were discussed in the order below, not necessarily according to the agenda order.  

I.
BUSINESS ITEMS AND LTF ACTIVITIES


Approval of Minutes

Will Dickinson asked if there were any comments on the May 5, 2005 meetings minutes.  There were none.  Mike Mohajer noted that LTF needs to add approval of minutes from other meeting dates that were not previously approved to next agenda.
Motion:

Mike Mohajer made a motion to approve the minutes from the May 5, 2005 meeting.   Kay Martin seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report

Scott Johnston said the treasurer’s report in the meeting packet (Attachment C) indicates that the LTF fund had a balance of $40,301 as of April 5, 2005.  All accounts payable are paid.  Status report is also included in Attachment C.  
Will Dickinson asked if there were any comments on the treasurer’s report.  There were none. 

John Abernethy said that his subcommittee will have recommendation on long term budget at next meeting.

Motion:

Marion Miller made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report.  Mike Mohajer seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Western Regional Symposium Report
Yvette Agredano said panel went well.  John Skinner stepped in on the panel and provided very good discussions.  There were about 40 in attendance.  

The LTF meeting did not have quorum but had good attendance considering the size of the room.
Next Meeting Date
The next telephone meeting date was set as July 7, 2005; at 11:00 AM to 12:00 PM.  

II
REGULATORY ISSUES

A. Disposal Report and Adjustment Method:  Yvette Agredano said that a comment letter was submitted and Yvette Agredano will report back on what comes out of comment period.  She said that letters are on SWANA LTF website.  They usually take about one week for the webmaster to put these on the site. Larry Sweetser asked about a SWIG letter submitted opposing the current proposed methods.  Mike Mohajer mentioned that Waste Management representative was only dissenting speaker at hearing in Anaheim.  Yvette Agredano said that she thought that daily reporting was an issue that was splitting public member’s opinion on these regulations.  Yvette Agredano thinks the CIWMB will not budge on this issue and will move ahead.   

B. Large Venue Diversion Regulations:  Yvette Agredano said that she will attend a committee hearing next week and will be looking to receive comments from the LTF.  The LTF generally does not like this bill but it has been watered down.
C. Long Term Gas Violations:  Yvette Agredano discussed there would be a committee hearing on these regulations.  There were no further discussion comments. 

D. RCRA RD&D Permitting Regulations:  Yvette Agredano said that no negative comments were received at the last hearing and the CIWMB is moving along with the regulations.  She expects regulation early next year.  John Skinner mentioned that SWANA will be holding bioreactor training next year.

E. Other:  Larry Sweetser said that there will be hearing on how AB 1497 will be applied to regulations.  As another item, he said that water board had also sent out letters on which landfill scan accept treated wood waste.  John Abernethy mentioned that a large LNG facility was being proposed at port of Long Beach.  
III
LEGISLATION

Yvette Agredano led discussion on the following bills and issues:

AB 259:  Yvette said this bill about liens is one that many feel is already allowed by law.  CRRC south drafted language which their northern members may not like.  John Abernethy is concerned that haulers may want money when lien is placed, whereas it may be more complicated and require more time to get payments.  There was discussion that it would be place a laborious process on local agencies.  The general discussion was that the LTF does not need to get involved at this point.  Yvette Agredano will forward the language out; however, it may be modified.  

SB 926:  Yvette Agredano discussed this is sewage sludge bill, which she is working on the LACSD, to update the LTF opposition letter.    

SB 928:  Yvette Agredano discussed that this bill moved from the Senate to the Assembly.  Yvette Agredano was told there might be language out soon, before the end of the session.  The bill keeps moving forward and time is running out.  So SWANA LTF may need to step up efforts and develop an oppose letter.  LTF did not sign on to League letter because of lack of consensus on all issues.  It was discussed that LTF needs to write an oppose letter that wraps up some of the issues.  The issues that need to be resolved are whether or not language will be included in the LTF letter to 1. Promote additional diversion credit for future technologies, and 2. The feasibility of achieving a higher diversion rate, and 3. Language encouraging the diversion of other waste streams, such as commercial.  Yvette Agredano will draft a letter opposing a new state diversion mandate until the economic feasibility has been analyzed, discussing markets and other issues.  LTF can comment on the circulated letter.  There is some time for the letter to the Assembly Natural Resources committee.

Other:  Donna Skinner from City of San Diego joined to talk about mercury switch bills indicating that the ramifications are getting very expensive.  Chuck Boehmke said LACSD does not have problem finding qualified recyclers.  Yvette Agredano suggested that City contact the assembly about amendments and this could be brought back to LTF.
