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TASK FORCE CONFERENCE CALL-MEETING

October 22, 2004

The Legislative Task Force (LTF) telephone conference started at about 9:00 AM.  A quorum was present as there were nine voting members present, and one voting member from each chapter.  The list of people that participated is Attachment A.  The agenda is Attachment B.  The items at the meeting were discussed in the order below, not necessarily according to the agenda order.  

I.
BUSINESS ITEMS AND LTF ACTIVITIES


Approval of Minutes

Mike Mohajer asked if there were any comments on the September 3, 2004 minutes. There was none.  

Motion:

Will Dickinson made a motion to approve the minutes from the September 3, 2004 telephone meeting.  Scott Johnston seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report

Scott Johnston described the treasurer’s report (Attachment C). He indicated the LTF fund had a balance of $47,291.55 as of October 20, 2004. He said that this is right on the budget status report (Attachment C). 

Motion:

Dave Myers made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report.  Mark Urquhart seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Annual Workshop Meeting Update- Next meeting Date
It was noted that the next meeting would be the annual workshop in Monterey, the weekend of December 3, 2004.  Yvette Agredano asked if there were any suggested topics for the annual workshop meeting.  The following were brought up:

· AB 939 Compliance and disposal reporting system

· Conversion Technologies

· Bioreactor Landfills (RD&D regulations)

· Construction and Demolition Waste Diversion

· Governor’s California Performance Review Report

· Operation Certification (MOLO/CIWMB)

· Possible LTF Legislation (Don’t Ban Without a Plan)

· LTF Budget Planning

It was discussed that this list is partial and that Yvette Agredano will circulate an agenda prior to the meeting for input from the LTF.  Paul Yoder discussed that he was thinking about a legislative guest to attend at workshop.  It was decided that Senator Romero’s aide would be considered for a future meeting after the workshop, and that Paul Yoder would try to invite another guest to the Workshop. 

II
LEGISLATION

Paul Yoder began discussions indicating that he believes that Governor Schwarzenegger will approve most environmental bills sent to him, therefore,  the LTF needs to affect these types of bills prior to them going to the him for action.  Concerns were discussed about the League of California Cities having contrary positions to the LTF; specifically, the proposed regulation regarding certification of landfill operators and inspectors.  This led to discussion of these proposed regulations (See regulatory issues, below).

III

REGULATORY ISSUES

A. Training and Certification of Landfill Manager and Inspectors:  Yvette Agredano discussed that she had received requests from numerous people from San Jose requesting to attend the planned roundtable discussion that SWANA will be hosting on October 26, 2004.  She was concerned that this number from one group would overwhelm the roundtable.  She said that John Abernethy, Sacramento County, and Rick Caulkins, LA County SAN, would be attending on behalf of SWANA California.  There was discussion that John Skinner, SWANA’s Executive Director, had discussed with CIWMB Board Member Mule to offer a discounted SWANA member rate to all non members for the MOLO course.  This was one of the criticisms brought up by a group of LEA’s that are critical of the proposed regulations which they feel is dominated by SWANA as the only provider.  Constance Hornig mentioned that that this discount may help SWANA membership enrollment.  Yvette Agredano said that she might want to include this on a Table of Options that could be presented to LEA’s that are opposed to regulations.  It was decided that William Merry, John Gulledge, and others would discuss the fee issue prior to the roundtable and provide guidance to Yvette Agredano.
B. RCRA Subtitle D Program Research, Development and Demonstration Permits: Mark Urquhart said that he sent his email of suggested additions to John Skinner’s letter because there are some California specific issues that need to be addressed.  Yvette Agredano said she would make a call to see if the Grass Roots Recycling Network has been lobbying the CIWMB regarding the proposed enabling Title 27 CCR regulations.   
C. AB 939 Diversion Compliance System:  Mike Mohajer expressed concern that it is not wise to promulgate detailed changes to the Disposal Reporting System (DRS, also See E) while the Waste Board is considering changes to AB 939 diversion measurements versus diversion program implementation for the purpose of measuring jurisdictional compliance with AB 939 waste reduction mandates.  It was noted that the comment period on the Diversion Compliance System was extended.  Yvette Agredano said there was an October 5th workshop on the Diversion Compliance System.  Mike Mohajer said that the LTF should send a letter to the CIWMB with comments on the matter. Yvette Agredano will draft a letter to be sent. 
D. AB939 Disposal Reporting System:  Mike Mohajer again expressed concerns, above, about proceeding with the Diversion Compliance System process and the DRS when the compliance system has broader overlapping issues.  Yvette Agredano said that the LTF did not sign the Sold Waste Industry Group letter on the DRS regulations.

E. Conversion Technologies:  Mike Mohajer said that although the life cycle and market analysis prepared by the Waste Board pursuant to AB 2770, was positive regarding conversion technologies, that the regulations being developed by the CIWMB staff are the same version as in the past and had totally ignored the report findings.  There are still onerous provisions such as requiring no air contaminants and that all recyclables be removed prior to any conversion process.  Mark Urquhart noted that this same blanket requirement for removing all recyclables up front was included in the RD&D/Bioreactor regulations and is not always an appropriate requirement.  Mike Mohajer said that he would draft a letter for the LTF review prior to the December annual workshop meeting.

F. SB 50:  Mike Mohajer discussed that he feels that the draft emergency regulations need to be more specific regarding the locations and timing for the “cost-free and convenient opportunity” that is required to be provided to the public.  Mark Urquhart indicated that he thought it might be better to leave this portion vague because of what the CIWMB comes up with in specific regulation requirement language might be worse than having flexibility on this issue.  There was considerable discussion on the issue and no consensus on this issue.    

G. California Performance Review:  It was discussed that there is still time to formulate comments on the California Performance Review Report and CPR Commission’s report to the Governor. This will be an item for discussion at the Annual LTF workshop in December 2004.  Yvette Agredano mentioned the possibility of having one of the CPR team leaders speak at the workshop.
H. AB 1497 Workshops:  Yvette Agredano discussed that the CIWMB is soliciting input regarding development of the implementing regulations for AB 1497, including public hearings requirements, significant operations changes,  consideration for Environmental Justice for landfill permit revisions or changes, employee training prior to landfill closures to ensure employment after closure, and other issues.  Mike Mohajer mentioned that at the hearing he attended in Diamond Bar on September 30th many LEA’s did not like the public hearing provisions because they are burdensome in addition to the existing public review process.  It was decided that the LTF would track this process and provide comments.
I. FCC Fax Issue:  SWANA international had requested that the LTF contact Senator Barbara Boxer’s office regarding a bill to remove some limitation on broadcast faxing for non-profit groups.  The LTF decided to be neutral on the issue.
J. Other – Larry Sweetser discussed that AB 1316 would change the current requirement for brush clearing from 30 to 100 feet, to 100 feet.  He said there could be a concern of how this will increase disposal quantities of brush.  The LTF did not take a stand on this bill.
III. ADJOURN: meeting was adjourned at approximately 10:50 a.m.

a) Training Certification for Landfill Managers and Inspectors: New regulations requiring landfill managers and landfill inspectors to have and maintain a certification of training.

i) SWANA hosted Roundtable is scheduled for October 26th at Cal EPA headquarters in Sacramento. Invitation is attached.

b) Research, Development, and Demonstration: At its July 14, 2004 meeting, the Board directed staff to initiate a 45-day public comment period for the proposed regulations. This comment period will run from October 15 through November 30, 2004.
i) Proposed text, July 2004 (Word, 36 KB): Proposed regulatory text for 45-day notice. 
c) AB 939 Diversion Compliance System Improvements.  The CIWMB held a workshop to discuss future improvements to the AB 939 Diversion Compliance System Attachment 2 (Word 2000, 29 KB), Public Notice (Word 2000, 140 KB), Attachment 1 (Word 2000, 30 KB).

d) Disposal Reporting System: These proposed regulations are a revision of existing disposal reporting system and adjustment method regulations based on CIWMB recommendations in the report to the Legislature entitled A Comprehensive Analysis of the Integrated Waste Management Act Diversion Rate Measurement System. The LTF submitted comments on these proposed regulations during the first 45-day comment period, which concluded on October 18, 2004. 

e) Conversion Technology Report to the Legislature. Assembly Bill 2770 (Matthews, Chapter 740, Statutes of 2001) requires the Board to prepare a report on new and emerging conversion technologies that might be able to use material that is currently disposed of in landfills. The legislative report will be based, in part, on a conversion technology evaluation report and a lifecycle/market impact report recently prepared for the Board.  Board staff is requesting public input into the breath and scope of the legislative report.

i) Conversion Technology Rulemaking History & Text. 

f) SB 50 Emergency Regulations. The Office of Administrative Law approved initial emergency regulations to implement certain provisions of the Electronic Waste Recycling Act of 2003 on May 10, 2004 (SB 20, Sher). The subsequent enactment of SB 50 as statute supercedes certain portions of the existing emergency regulations and requires that the emergency regulations be revised.

i) Text of draft emergency regulations, dated November 9, 2004, this document shows the draft proposed text (using the MS Word "track Changes" feature) of the emergency regulations, based on input received at the October 7, 2004 workshop. This draft will be considered by the California Integrated Waste Management Board at its Sustainability and Market Development Committee meeting on November 3, 2004, and at its full Board meeting on November 9-10, 2004

g) California Performance Review: the California Performance Review's 2500-page report on reforming and revitalizing state government is available. 

i) The Commission has now released a draft report representing the preliminary analysis and findings of the CPR Commission staff based on the initial report and hearing testimony. 

ii) Boards, Commissions Target of Governor's Reform Plans
h) AB 1497 Workshops. The CIWMB solicited feedback at workshops on a proposed draft regulatory development plan for implementation of the requirements of AB 1497 of 2003 relative to public hearing and significant change findings for solid waste facility permits as well proposed general changes to the solid waste permit process and Title 14. These workshops will help to form a regulatory development plan for the informal and formal rulemaking process.
