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MINUTES OF SWANA CALIFORNIA LEGISLATIVE TASK FORCE 

ANNUAL WORKSHOP MEETING, SACRAMENTO, CA

December 9 and 10, 2004

The Legislative Task Force (LTF) annual workshop meeting started at about 9:00 AM on December 9, 2004 and continued until about 5 PM on that day.  The meeting was continued at 9:00 AM on December 10, 2004 and was adjourned about 11:45 AM.  A quorum was present as there were both at least 8 voting members present (11 present 12/9/05 and 8 present 12/10/05) and one voting member from each chapter, on each day.  The list of people that participated is shown in Attachment A.  The agenda is Attachment B.  Mike Mohajer chaired the meeting on December 9th until approximately 10:30 am, when Chair, Will Dickinson arrived. The items at the meeting were not necessarily discussed according to the order below or agenda order.  

I.
BUSINESS ITEMS AND LTF ACTIVITIES


Approval of Minutes

Mike Mohajer asked if there were any comments on the November 3, 2005 minutes. There was none.  

Motion:

William Merry made a motion to approve the minutes from the November 3, 2004 telephone meeting.  John Abernethy seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report  

The FY 2005 treasurer’s report for January 1, 2005 through December 1, 2005; the 2005 budget status projection (January 1, 1005 to December 31, 2005), and the 2006 proposed budget (all in Attachment C) were handed out and discussed.  Scott Johnston indicated that, as noted in the treasurer’s report, there was a balance of $37, 649.83 as of December 1, 2005.

Motion:

William Merry made a motion that the LTF approve the treasurer’s report for FY 2005 through December 1, 2005.  John Gulledge seconded the motion.  All were in favor

Proposed 2006 Budget

Scott Johnston, LTF Treasurer, said that he expects that the LTF will have $30,000 as an account balance as of December 31, 2005.  He discussed that there was a slight (approximately $2,500) downward trend in the balance for FY 2005.  Scott Johnston discussed the proposed 2006 budget (Attachment C) is based on projections for revenues for the Western Regional Symposium and California MOLO courses, and includes a 3% cost-of-living increase requested by Shaw/Yoder for 2006.  He said the projected budget results in a carryover at the end of 2006 of approximately $22,000.   
Motion:

John Gulledge made a motion that the LTF approve the budget status projection and proposed 2006 LTF budget, including the 3 percent cost of living increase to the Shaw/Yoder agreement for 2006.  John Abernethy seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

2006 Western Regional Symposium (WRS)

Grace Chan indicated that the LTF will be slotted to have a presentation panel from 3:15 to 4:30 PM on Wednesday May 3, 2006.  This would be followed by the LTF meeting from 4:30 to 5:30 PM.  It was decided that John Abernethy, Scott Johnston and John Gulledge will work with Shaw Yoder on inviting speakers for the panel at the LTF technical session.  

Election of Officers for 2006
Will Dickinson said that he would like the LTF to approve a slate of officers that would be recommended for appointment, and appointed at the LTF meeting in February 2006.  (According to the MOU for the LTF, the Chair and Vice-Chair are elected by the Task Force members, and then the Chair of the LTF appoints the Secretary and Treasurer, who are then ratified by the LTF membership).  
Motion:

Mike Mohajer made a motion that the following be nominated or considered for approval/appointment at the February 2006 LTF meeting:

· Chairman – Scott Johnston
· Vice Chairman – Grace Chan
· Treasurer – John Abernethy
· Secretary – Mark Urquhart

John Gulledge seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

2006 Meeting Schedule

It was decided that the telephone meetings could continue to be held on the first Thursday of the month, from 11 AM to noon.  Two physical meetings are planned for the year.  The first would be held in Sacramento in March 2006.  At this time it is planned to hold the annual workshop in November rather than December, because December is a busy month due to holidays.  The location for the annual workshop will be decided at a future meeting.  Yvette Agredano will send out agenda materials for the next telephone meeting, which is currently planned for January 5, 2006.
Other

LTF Website

There was discussion about delays between the time that the LTF issues correspondence and when it is posted to the website.  YA said that Bill Pitt, the current website maintenance provider, is very reasonably priced and does a good job at posting work but only works part-time and there are delays if he is not working for periods of time (typically his time off is not more than a week).  Bill Pitt’s available work time may decrease in the future.  It was decided that YA would look into costs for alternative providers and these would be discussed at future LTF meetings.  There were varying opinions on how prompt posting must be made after letters are finalized.  It was discussed that a way to get information out quicker to the membership would be more broadcast emails, especially for topics where the LTF may want participation by members.  It was discussed that sponsors for the website could be considered.  
California Roster list maintenance by LTF

It was decided that Shaw/Yoder would continue to update the electronic pdf file of membership as changes to the roster are given to them by members or from other readily available sources, such as the Chapter person assigned to membership.  It was discussed that there are problems in getting information from SWANA national and often it is not correct or current.  It was decided not to pursue another hard copy version because of cost and the fact that having an electronic Adobe pdf version at the LTF website allows people to access a latest version and perform word searches.  

II
REVIEW OF 2005 LEGISLATION 

Yvette Agredano discussed that much of 2005 was spent waiting on priority bills, some of which may reappear or be 2-year bills next year.  She indicated that the governor may be getting more alienated from his party and could be expected to support many environmental issues.  She reviewed the legislation summary PowerPoint slides shown in Attachment D.  

During discussions on AB 1090, Mike Mohajer said that there would be a hearing on the bill on January 9, 2006.  Regarding SB 928, there was considerable discussion on whether the LTF should support compliance based on programs versus counting a diversion percentage.  Lisa Wood said that the City of San Diego staff favors both methods are available but would favor a diversion percentage for compliance because they are concerned about the CIWMB dictating programs under program based compliance.  Mark Urquhart discussed that although the LTF has preferred both methods be available, this may be difficult because legislation that is being proposed has been geared toward a diversion percentage, even though the CIWMB seems to be favoring program based compliance due to “counting” difficulties and issues.  He said he is concerned that it will be difficult to comply with a new higher number (i.e. 70 percent) in the future, compared to program based compliance.


III
REVIEW OF 2005 REGULATIONS

Yvette Agredano led a discussion on the regulatory summary PowerPoint slides shown in Attachment E.  

There was a packet on AB 1497 implementation regulations in the meeting packet.  This includes the Tables that are being voted on regarding major or minor changes to facilities that would require permit revisions versus updates.  Larry Sweetser noted that this initial package is one of three that will be undertaken.  

It was discussed the numeric limits being proposed by the Sate Water Board would be very difficult and costly for landfills to comply with.   These will be opposed by the LTF working with other parties; however, the LTF is concerned that the numeric limits will be included in the package.  It was noted that cost cannot be a matter for debate on the state level if the particular requirement is included in federal regulations.  Only new or more stringent rules on the state level could be challenged based on cost-benefit analysis or arguments that resulting costs would be overly burdensome.  The LTF is following the lead of the Los Angeles County Sanitation District’s efforts on this issue.
YA noted that it is her understanding that the CARB does not plan a review or provide additional rulemaking in 2006 on the regulations that pertain to solid waste collection vehicles.
IV
MARK LEARY, EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR, CIWMB; OVERVIEW OF CIWMB FOR 2006
Mark Leary discussed the following as being key issues that the CIWMB will be involved with for 2006:

· Universal Waste/DTSC – He said that the latest DTSC initiatives regarding banning materials that contain hazardous amounts of metals may require enhanced load checking programs.  He would favor a system of advance disposal fees for these materials, such as was done with CRT’s.

· Permitting Solid Waste Management Facility Capacity – He indicated that he believes there is a problem with permit limits for some facilities to manage their waste steams in the future.  This may be more the case for transfer station/MRF’s than landfill, but waivers are not the answer.  Planning needs to be made for more permitted capacity to account for future growth in waste/material streams.

· AB 1497 implementation – This will be important work for 2006

· Illegal Dumping – The CIWMB will put funding into this.  He would agree with the approach that litter and illegal dumping are related issues.

· Plastics – He would like to see the state agencies adopt better programs for recycling to promote higher recycled content in plastics.

· Disposal Based Reporting – Efforts for this type of system will continue as a simpler more practical method of reporting. 

V
REVIEW OF MISSION STATEMENT/IDENTIFY PRIORITIES/OUTREACH TO MEMBERS 
It was decided that the LTF would develop a list of issues, prioritize these issues for discussion in groups, and then present the group discussions as they relate to the language of the 2006 workplan.

LEGISLATIVE TASK FORCE (LTF)

Draft - 2006 WORK PLAN        
At its annual workshop in December 2005, the Legislative Task Force identified the following issues as top priorities for the 2006 Work Plan:  

· Landfill Waste Bans/Product Stewardship

· Conversion Technologies 

· Disposal Reporting System Implementation 

· Waste Reduction Mandates 

· AB 1497/Solid Waste Permit Regulations
· Storm Water Permit Regulations

· ADC Diversion Credits/Usage and Enforcement 
The 2006 Work Plan encompasses five major areas of effort and will guide the activities of the LTF and its Legislative Advocate during the 2006 calendar year.

Mission Statement:

To represent local government interests and the three California Chapters’ membership in developing and advocating environmentally and technically sound, economical, solid waste public policy at the most appropriate governmental level.

	I.       REGULATIONS


A. Goal:  Limit regulations (new or revised), through active participation in the development and review process, to levels necessary to assure appropriate protection of health, safety and the environment. 

B. Objective: Expeditiously review draft regulations to allow timely submission of comments.

C.   Action items
1. Monitor/take action regarding proposed changes to the Disposal Reporting System; support proposals to increase the accuracy of data reported by haulers as well as the allocation of residual tonnages. Monitor/support, when appropriate, regulations implementing the SB 2202 (2000) consensus group’s recommendations advocating alternative AB 939 diversion rate measurement that relies upon implementation of programs identified in jurisdictional SRRE and less on mathematical compliance and disposal measurement.
2. Monitor/take action regarding AB 1497/solid waste permit regulations. Support maintaining local control and appropriate LEA authority.
3. Review proposed DTSC waste reclassification/bans and take action, if necessary.  Participate and provide input on any proposed waste reclassification/bans and encourage science-based decisions/conclusions.

4. Support the enforcement of existing ADC regulations versus the development of regulations that restrict the use of ADC.  

5. Promote awareness of recycling lifecycle impacts.
6. Support/Promote tax credits and other incentives for Landfill Gas utilization. Monitor/take necessary action regarding gas migration (Title 27) regulatory language changes (CIWMB & SWRCB).

7. Advocate development of conversion technology regulations which would actually promote, rather than hinder, the development of facilities. Oppose regulations that would treat these conversion technology facilities as disposal facilities and review requirements for front end recovery of recyclable materials. 

8. Support regulations which require a basic level of training, promote joint training opportunities, and maintain a certification of training for landfill managers and landfill inspectors.
9. Continue to oppose SWRCB efforts to include numeric limits in storm water permits. Continue to advance technical arguments.  Take action to educate policy makers on SWANA’s concerns regarding feasibility and cost of implementing proposed language. 

10. Monitor and take appropriate action on CARB regulations.

11. Monitor and provide comments with respect to regulations developed to implement e-waste/universal waste legislation or to revise existing regulations.

12. Monitor / take action regarding CIWMB and Cal EPA Agencies review of existing policies / guidelines, e.g. Permit Enforcement Process, Five Year Review Process, C & D Regulations, Conformance Findings, Siting Elements and NDFEs, state minimum standards, and Compost Regulations Phase II.

13. Monitor post-closure regulations. 

14. Monitor proposals that incorporate Environmental Justice issues into CIWMB regulations; utilize position papers developed by SWANA National as appropriate.

15. Monitor mandated C & D model ordinance adoption.

16. Monitor regulations relative to changes in Bottle Bill.
17. Monitor and, if appropriate, oppose regulations which would weaken local government authority.
	II.     LEGISLATION


A. Goal:  Review, comment on and influence proposed legislation addressing solid waste issues and pursue/support legislation supportive of the LTF Mission Statement.  Work with environmental organizations and others to reverse the “End of the Pipe” paradigm, i.e. work towards solutions that focus much more on solid waste prevention and beneficial reuse. 

B. Objectives:  Identify legislation of interest; provide comments to Governor, key legislators and staff on high priority bills; leverage with partner associations, local agencies and industry support of LTF positions on priority bills; develop alerts to all SWANA members and local agencies as appropriate; develop and submit LTF letters to Governor as appropriate.

C. Action Items:

1. Advocate for legislation that would prohibit any State agency from promulgating regulations or policies that would ban materials from landfill disposal without first satisfying the following conditions: 

a. Scientific studies show that burial of the material poses a danger to public health or environment. 

b. A plan is developed to provide realistic and cost-effective ways to remove the material from the waste stream. ”Don’t Ban Without a Plan.”

2. Advocate for alternative AB 939 compliance system that relies upon implementation of programs identified in SRRE. 

3. Advocate product stewardship and increased manufacturer responsibility with respect to materials that are difficult to recycle and/or hazardous waste and/or banned from landfills. “You Make It, You Take It.”
4. Monitor/take action on legislation to implement the Governor’s Climate Action Team’s recommendations from December 2005.  Work with industry partners to analyze proposals and formulate position. 

5. Oppose legislation, which would increase disposal tip fee surcharges. 

6. Monitor and take position(s) as necessary with respect to legislation relating to e-waste/universal waste. 
7. Support only increases in waste reduction mandates which are substantiated based on lifecycle environmental benefits, identified cost, and infrastructure requirements. 

8. Advocate and support changes to AB 939 with regard to statutory definitions, integration of conversion technologies into the solid waste hierarchy, and the extension of diversion credit to conversion technologies. 

9. Oppose legislation to remove the application of ADC towards AB 939 goals.
10. Monitor issues that emerge out of locality-specific situations.  Use LTF to analyze potential statewide impacts and broadly disseminate information, and assist as necessary. Also, solicit input from all California members.
11. Participate in the CIWMB Task Force on Illegal Dumping, including efforts to propose legislation. 

12. Oppose legislation that would usurp local control, including with respect to the existing LEA system.   

13. Support greater State involvement in market development for diverted materials. 
14. Oppose any legislation mandating that all waste must pass through MRFs. 
15. Support legislation that would place greater emphasis on good faith efforts to implement SRREs approved by the CIWMB and less emphasis on diversion accounting for its own sake. Notify the CIWMB of cases in which local jurisdictions have followed model SRRE implementation to no avail. 

16. Look for opportunities to improve the planning and operational constraints of hauler five year continuation rights. Support legislation to include local government in the definition of solid waste enterprise.  

17. Support legislation to address issues not included in SB 2202 Good Faith Effort or regulations to implement SB 2202 that were included in the consensus group’s recommendations to improve the disposal reporting system and diversion rate compliance measurement.

18. Support increased recycled content which meets quality and cost effective criteria.
19. Monitor legislation which changes existing system of siting element conformance. 

20. Support legislation that would provide incentives for bioreactor landfills and conversion technology facilities.

21. Support legislation which require a basic level of training, promote joint training opportunities, and maintain a certification of training for landfill managers and landfill inspectors.

	III.      OUTREACH  AND AWARENESS


A. Goal:  Increase awareness of legislative and regulatory issues within SWANA’s membership and enhance the ability and effectiveness of the LTF to influence the legislature, regulatory agencies and other associations in support of the LTF Mission Statement and adopted positions.

B. Objectives/Actions Items:

1. Enhance influence of SWANA with Legislature and regulatory agencies. 

a. Establish and maintain contacts with key legislators, their staff, CAL-EPA, CIWMB Board members and staff, SWRCB Board members and staff, CARB Board members and staff, DTSC staff, DOC, Department of Health, and other relevant state agencies and departments and other officials.  Furnish information as appropriate.

b. Encourage local members’ involvement with regional agencies when appropriate.

c. Prepare and disseminate profile of SWANA and LTF white papers as appropriate. 

2. Inform SWANA membership of legislative, regulatory and judicial issues.

a. Send four newsletters to LTF members and interested parties.

b. Send e-mail bulletins to all interested California SWANA members to inform them of important developments and seek support of SWANA membership on critical issues. 

c. Provide updates at chapter meetings and to the general membership.

d. Encourage SWANA membership to keep local government and special district officials aware of issues of greatest importance to SWANA.

e. Maintain website including ability for member to update contact information. 

3. Educate SWANA California membership, legislative and regulatory partners on specifics relating to the Governor’s Climate Action Team recommendations and the SWANA California position on specific proposals. 
4. Coordinate CIWMB CA-Specific Manager of Landfill Operations (MOLO program) as well as raise awareness of other training opportunities provided by SWANA, including the Western Regional Symposium and SWANA National Trainings such as WASTECON and other trainings relating to the transfer/collection/recycling activities. 

5. Regarding waste reduction mandates, reach out to organizations like the league of California cities, CSAC and other local communities to promote our message, influence their decisions and reach common ground. 

6. Maintain and strengthen coalition building with associations with compatible goals and objectives such as:

a. California State Association of Counties

b. League of California Cities

c. Rural Counties ESJPA

d. California Conference of Directors of Environmental Health

e. Local Enforcement Agencies

f. County Engineers Association of California

g. Solid Waste Industry Group

h. Councils of Government 

i. American Public Works Association

j. Environmental Organizations

k. Product Stewardship Organizations 

7. Enhance education and awareness of SWANA membership through presentation of a legislative and regulatory session at the Western Regional Symposium

8. Support and promote policies developed by SWANA International, such as T-31 Product Stewardship Policy, T-32 Policy on Solid Waste Disposal Ban, the “Pushing the Envelope” document and Applied Research Documents.

	IV.      LOCAL CONTROL AND GOVERNMENT ORGANIZATION


A. Goal:  
Promote control (and reorganization as necessary) of solid waste policy and operations, at the lowest governmental level possible, commensurate with:
· Effective, certified staffing for all aspects of solid waste management
· Cost-effectiveness

· Environmental soundness

· Reduced regulatory overlap and duplication

· Maximum flexibility for optimized solutions

B. Objectives/Action Items:

1. Support legislation that would provide for greater local government representation on the CIWMB.

2. Support efforts to eliminate overlap between Department of Conservation, Division of Recycling and CIWMB and/or consolidate its programs under CIWMB.

3. Support efforts to eliminate overlap between the CIWMB and other CAL-EPA agencies and departments and oppose contradictory goals at state agencies.

4. Support legislation and/or regulations that provide local government with the authority and means to achieve and fund mandated activities.
5. Support efforts to provide local government with greater due process in any enforcement or other directed activity of the Cal EPA, CIWMB, SWRCB, DTSC, CARB or any other state agency.
6. Retain local authority to provide enforcement authority and designate LEAs.

7. Support equitable solutions to waste export issues and applicability of state tonnage fees on such waste to support CIWMB funding.

	V.    AB 939 MARKET DEVELOPMENT AND ECONOMICS 


A. Goal:  Encourage the State to consider economic impacts of AB 939 mandates, validity of current solid waste hierarchy in light of industry and market changes and realistically assess the availability of current and future markets for beneficial use of solid waste materials.

B. Objectives/Action Items: 

1. Support use of RMDZ funds to promote new and expanded markets, including conversion technologies.

2. Support legislation that would expand markets for diverted materials including the commercialization of conversion technologies. 

3. Oppose legislation/regulations imposing additional unfunded mandates.

4. Support legislation that would make state agencies and schools subject to the provisions and mandates of AB 939, including removal of “subject to funding limitations,” purchase of recycled content products, and the imposition of fines for noncompliance.  
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
