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MINUTES OF SWANA CALIFORNIA LEGISLATIVE

TASK FORCE MEETING- SACRAMENTO, CA
March 17, 2005

The Legislative Task Force (LTF) meeting started at about 10:00 AM in the Tsakapolous Library Galleria.  A quorum was present as there were twelve voting members present, and at least one voting member from each chapter.  The list of people that participated is Attachment A.  The agenda is Attachment B.  The items at the meeting were discussed in the order below, not necessarily according to the agenda order.  

I.
BUSINESS ITEMS AND LTF ACTIVITIES


Introductions

Introductions included those listed on Attachment A.  It was noted that Jason Moore, SECOR, would a new voting member from the Sierra Chapter to replace the spot vacated by James Moore.

Approval of Minutes

Mike Mohajer asked if there were any comments on the February 10, 2005 telephone conference meeting minutes. There were three corrections noted (II.D.- delete a market analysis for; III.A.- change roved to “removed”; III.D.- change Load to “Loan”).     

Motion:

John Gulledge made a motion to approve the minutes from the February 10, 2005 telephone meeting with the correction noted, above.  John Abernethy seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report

Will Dickinson said that Scott Johnston was unable to attend the meeting.  He asked if there were any comments on the treasurer’s report in the meeting packet (Attachment C), which indicates that the LTF fund had a balance of $34,996.82 as of March 9, 2005. 

Motion:

Marion Miller made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report.  Mike Mohajer seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Western Regional Symposium

Yvette Agredano presented a set of options listed in a meeting attachment for the Regulatory/Legislative Panel Discussion, to be held on Wednesday May 18, 2005, from 1:15 PM to 2:45 PM.  Kay Martin suggested that the focus of the session should be titled to be the vision for integrated waste management systems, which could include the range of topics and speakers in the choices.  After considerable discussion, it was decided that the panel members to be invited could include John Abernethy (Sacramento County), Scott Walker (CIWMB), Paul Yoder (LTF lobbyist), David Roberti (ex-CIWMB member), Pat Schiavo (CIWMB), Alan Gordon (Legislative Consultant), Chuck White (Private Industry Lobbyist) and a current CIWMB member (Rosalie Mulé or Rosario Marin)
It was decided that Yvette Agredano would contact those people and try to get them to attend on the panel and also send the revised program information to Jaime Perez, who leading the organizing committee for the Western Regional Symposium. 

Voting and Alternate Member Status
Will Dickinson said that the issue of alternate voting members had been brought up and he wanted to get feedback from the LTF on the best way to handle this issue.  Mark Urquhart mentioned that the issue had been discussed in the past by the LTF but that there are no formal provisions for voting members in the MOU for the LTF.  The pros and cons of alternate and proxy voting members were discussed. It was decided that the LTF would try a system where alternate members could be proposed to the chair.  A voting member could send an email to the chair indicating their desire to name an alternate voting member that could attend meetings and vote in their absence.  Will Dickinson said that this method would be tried on an informal basis to see how it works out. 
Motion:

John Gulledge made a motion that the chair person of the LTF be able to allow alternate LTF voting members that are requested by a voting member to vote in their absence.  Mike Mohajer seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Next Meeting  Date and 2005 Meeting Schedule
Yvette Agredano discussed that she had reviewed conflict dates from the LTF and it appeared that the first and fourth Thursdays of the month were the best options.  It was decided that the LTF meetings would be scheduled for the first Thursday of every month at 11 AM.  

The next meeting would be a telephone conference on April 7, 2005 at 11:00 A.M. 


II
REGULATORY ISSUES

A. Draft Conversion Technology Report to Legislature:  Yvette Agredano discussed that there were revisions in the report to the legislature that addressed many of the LTF concerns.  Kay Martin stated that the report was long and that it was discussed at the CIWMB that the finding were not clear and that some felt that the recommendations were “wimpy”.  

B. AB 939 Diversion Compliance System:  It was discussed that the LTF sent a letter on February 14 indicating that the method for counting should be based on implementation of programs and not counting.  This was done by vote of the LTF of three optional letter approaches.  Mike Mohajer stated that the CIWMB contacted the League of California Cities and asked them to put together a local government stakeholder discussion on the issue.  The discussion was hosted by the League of California Cities and RCRC and CSAC also participated.  Mike’s concern was that SWANA was not even invited.  He said he felt this is poor because SWANA represents the agencies and many of the agency staff that will be responsible to comply with the system.  It was discussed that the diversion rates of many jurisdictions are falling as the waste stream continues to grow.  It was discuss that the concepts being pursued are in a staff proposal which the CIWMB is seeking comment on prior to holding public workshops.  It was discussed that the CIWMB should hold a similar meeting with SWANA representatives.  It was decided that Yvette Agredano would ask CIWMB board member Mulé or CIWMB staff, Pat Schiavo about SWANA having a similar discussion group with CIWMB staff.  Yvette and Paul are also to follow-up with Yvonne Hunter of the League as to why SWANA was not included in the local government discussion.

C. Long Term Gas Violations:  This item was discussed near the end of the meeting and it was decided that because there were no major issues pending that the LTF would take this issue up at a later date.

D. General Industrial Storm Water Permit Regulations:  It was discussed that this is an important issue because of the considerable cost to landfills if compliance were based on the draft regulations being considered.  Yvette Agredano suggested that the group looking at this issue look at a water board report that indicated the annual cost to be at $18 to $46/year.  John Gulledge said that his group would look at the information and report back to the LTF.  
III
LEGISLATION

Yvette Agredano led discussion on a bill matrix (Attachment D) that included the following issues:
Waste Diversion Bills and Bills to Support:  Paul Yoder discussed that Senator Simitian is proposing a bill that would require 75% diversion by the year 2015.  He discussed that there are proposals being discussed at the governor’s office and at the legislature that want to relook at how the diversion strategies are approached in the state.  The issues on the table include manufacturer responsibility (rather than end of the pipe), markets, conversion technologies, consider responsibility and the waste management hierarchy in general.  Paul Yoder suggested that the LTF needs to look for bills to support that will be considered more environmentally oriented. 
AB 38: This bill would eliminate the salaries of the CIWMB.  It was decided to watch this bill in concert with the governor’s reorganization proposals.

AB 177: It was decided to watch this bill.  There was some discussion that this bill is controversial and therefore may not survive.  There will be a hearing on April 11, 2005. 

AB 263:  This bill concerns flame retardant and bans on certain chemicals.  It was decided to continue to watch the bill.
AB 338:  The LTF will support this bill.
AB 362:  This bill is about due process at the State Water Board and is supported by the League of California Cities and CSAC.  The LTF will support this bill.
AB 399:  Constance Hornig says she dislikes the “Model” approach in this bill.  The LTF will watch this bill.

AB 567:  The LTF will watch this bill.

AB 574:  The LTF will support this bill.

AB 400:  The LTF will watch this bill in conjunction with all other “renewable” resources bills.
AB 575:  The LTF will watch this bill.
AB 639:  The LTF will drop this bill from the list.

AB 990:  The LTF will watch and support this bill.
AB 1049:  The LTF will watch this bill.
AB 1090:  The LTF will support this bill.
AB 575:  The LTF will watch this bill.
AB 1103:  The LTF will watch this bill (Many felt that it is a poor bill because of the high cost to target bicycle recycling only- which is not a significant problem)
AB 1193:  The LTF will support this bill.

AB 1341:  The LTF will watch this bill.

AB 1415:  The LTF will support this bill.

AB 1637:  The LTF will watch this bill.

SB 318:  The LTF will watch this bill.

SB 369:  The LTF will support this bill.

SB 420:  The LTF will watch this bill closely as it is expected to take on language for a 75% diversion requirement in the year 2015.

SB 928:  The LTF will watch this bill and contact Jim Kuhl of Long Beach to find out his opinion, since this bill relates to transformation.

SB 423:  The LTF will watch this bill.

SB 729:  The LTF will watch this bill closely for amendments.

SB 727:  The LTF will watch this bill.

SB 926:  This bills relates to biosolids applications.  The LTF feels that this is a poor bill in terms of waste management practices because of restriction on sludge management outside of counties.  It has loopholes and is probably geared toward local problem areas.  The LTF will watch and may oppose this bill depending on the expected language modifications.  Marion Miller mentioned that she cannot oppose the bill based on her role for Fresno County.
