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MINUTES OF SWANA CALIFORNIA LEGISLATIVE

TASK FORCE TELEPHONE MEETING

April 7, 2005

The Legislative Task Force (LTF) telephone conference started at about 11:00 AM.  A quorum was present as there were nine voting members present, and at least one voting member from each chapter.  The list of people that participated is Attachment A.  The agenda is Attachment B.  The items at the meeting were discussed in the order below, not necessarily according to the agenda order.  

I.
BUSINESS ITEMS AND LTF ACTIVITIES


Introductions

Introductions included those listed on Attachment A

Approval of Minutes

Will Dickinson noted the meeting minutes were sent just prior to the meeting, and thus he tabled approval of minutes until the next meeting.    

Approval of Treasurer’s Report

Scott Johnston said the treasurer’s report in the meeting packet (Attachment C) indicates that the LTF fund had a balance of $28,973.22 as of April 5, 2005.  Will Dickinson asked if there were any comments on the treasurer’s report.  There were none. 

Motion:

John Abernethy made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report.  Mike Mohajer seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Western Regional Symposium Update
Yvette Agredano said that she had sent out a letter inviting CIWMB Chairperson Rosario Marin to the WRS panel.  She said that if Marin declined member Rosalie Mulé would be invited.  She said that according to the last meeting discussion, David Roberti, Alan Gordon, and Chuck White were also going to be invited.  It was discussed that there may be too many staff members from the CIWMB for the panel if all that were discussed at the last meeting were invited.  It was decided that Yvette Agredano would send a letter to Mark Leary, CIWMB Executive Director, with suggestions to invite Howard Levinson, Pat Schiavo, Scott Walker, or Fernando Berton; and with suggested topics.  It was noted all may not agree or be able to attend and this could result in a manageable number.
Next Meeting Date
The next telephone meeting date was set as May 5, 2005; at 11:00 A.M.  

II
LEGISLATION

Yvette Agredano led discussion on the following bills and issues:
AB 399:  Yvette Agredano said this bill is a multi-family recycling bill that has received amendments and will be heard in committee next week.  She said that she will forward the amendment to the LTF for comment.  She said there still is time for comments to be sent to her because the hearing is set for April 18, 2005.

AB 1193:  Yvette Agredano said that Californians Against Waste did not want to change this bill according to LTF input.  She said that discussion in the ANR committee suggested making the ban on mass mailing of CD’s statewide.  After discussion on a number of issues, including product stewardship the LTF decided to continue to watch this bill.

SB 420:  Yvette Agredano noted that the CSAC and the League of Cities oppose this bill and they want to kill it before it gets to the governor.  This bill would increase the AB939 diversion goal to 75%.  A number of reasons were discussed to oppose this bill including: program implementation should be the focus of increased diversion and not more counting to an even higher diversion percentage rate, many jurisdictions are having trouble reaching 50% goal, there are abuses of the “counting” system that is full of problems, there are not enough markets to divert an addition 40M tons, and 75% will be extremely more expensive to attain because the low value materials that would be targeted are difficult to recycle. There was a motion by John Abernethy for the LTF to oppose this bill.  It was seconded by Mike Mohajer.  All were in favor.  Yvette Agredano will discuss this position with CSAC and the League and will draft an opposition letter with LTF input.  The letter is needed for a hearing to be held on April 18, 2005.
SB 926:  Yvette Agredano discussed that the LTF is drafting an opposition letter on this bill because the author amended the bill but did not address the LTF concerns.  It was discussed that the amendment made the bill worse.  As an example, it was discussed that the current language would prohibit jurisdictions from taking sludge from out of their County for composting.  Yvette Agredano said that Sharon Greene, LACSD, was developing an opposition letter for the LACSD and she would coordinate with Sharon on that letter and a letter from the LTF.   
Other – Illegal Dumping: John Abernethy said that Sacramento County Board member Niello wants to work on a bill for enforcement of illegal dumping.  He said they are looking for a spot bill to use for this issue.  John Abernethy said he would be checking current bills for this and would work with the LTF to support such a bill.

III
REGULATORY ISSUES

A. Draft Conversion Technology Report to Legislature:  Yvette Agredano said that the revised resolution by the CIWMB is not posted on the CIWMB website.  Yvette Agredano said she would be getting out a draft letter for review by the LTF shortly. 

B. AB 939 Diversion Compliance System:  Yvette Agredano said that the CIWMB will receive presentation from stakeholders on this issue.  She said that she would work with Larry Sweetser on a position letter.
C. CIWMB Role in Broader LEA and Operator Training:  Yvette Agredano discussed SWANA international support training but was disappointed that the CIWMB did not pursue certification.  She said that the level of CIWMB enhancement to the current CIWMB training programs is not certain, in part due to funding issues. 

D. Other - Permitting Issues:  Larry Sweetser said that there were discussions going on regarding additional hearings and oversight by the LEA and CIWMB under the hearings coming out of AB 1497.  This is bringing up issues of conflicts or duplication between CIWMB and local land use authority.
