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MINUTES OF SWANA CALIFORNIA LEGISLATIVE

TASK FORCE TELEPHONE MEETING

January 12, 2006

The Legislative Task Force (LTF) telephone conference started at about 11:00 AM.  A quorum was present as there were eleven voting members present, and at least one voting member from each chapter.  The list of people that participated is Attachment A.  Will Dickinson was not present; therefore, Mike Mohajer chaired the meeting.  The agenda is Attachment B.  

I.
BUSINESS ITEMS AND LTF ACTIVITIES


Approval of Minutes – December 9 and 10, 2005; Annual Workshop Meeting
Mike Mohajer asked if there were any comments on the December 9 and 10 meeting minutes.  There were none.
Motion:

John Gulledge made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 9 and 10, 2005 meeting.  Scott Johnston seconded the motion.  All were in favor.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report

Scott Johnston did not have a written report to circulate for the meeting or anything new to report.  He said that the current balance was about the same as last meeting and is $31,894.97.  Mike Mohajer said that a written treasurer’s report could be discussed at the next meeting. 
Next Telephone Conference and Meeting:
Mike Mohajer noted that the next meeting will be a telephone call on February 2, 2006.  
Yvette Agredano said that she had discussed the next meeting dates in March with Scott Johnston and based on feedback March 23, 2006 presented the best day for a quorum and attendance of officers.  Therefore, the next physical meeting will be held on March 23, 2006 in Sacramento; from 10 AM to 3 PM, at the new Shaw/Yoder office.  The conference room will have web access for reviewing the latest version of bills.  Yvette Agredano will send out an agenda.

II
LEGISLATION
Yvette Agredano discussed that the legislative activities are generally focused on bills trying to survive from last year.
A. AB 1090:  Yvette Agredano said that this bill, regarding conversion technologies, was amended on January 4th and then on the 9th.  The LTF dropped support based on amendments on January 4, 2006.  It was discussed that the LTF should oppose the language, as amended on 9th.  The Assembly Natural Resources Committee (ANRC) has received a lot of concern for stakeholders.  Therefore, the ANRC will hold a workshop to amend the language.  Mike Mohajer discussed that based on the amendments on the 9th, conversion technologies will receive no diversion credit (not even the 10& previously discussed in CIWMB policies); and that he recommends that the LTF oppose the bill.   

Motion:

Mark Urquhart made a motion to oppose AB 1090 based on the language that would not allow diversion credits for conversion technologies.   JA seconded the motion.  All were in favor. 
B. SB 369:  Yvette Agredano said that this rubberized asphalt bill, which SWANA supports, had only received minor amendments.  These relate to product stewardship and therefore the LTF will continue to support this bill.

C. SB 411:  This ADC bill is opposed by SWANA and the Solid Waste Industry Group (SWIG).  The LTF strategy will be to meet with appropriations committee staff person.  The bill will be heard on January 17, 2006.  The SWIG letter, cosigned by the LTF, went to committee opposing the bill.  The Los Angeles County Sanitation Districts (LASan) and Los Angeles County also sent opposition letters.  The chances of defeating this bill in the legislature do not look good.  It was discussed that the LTF will try to get as many no votes, in order to use that record to help attempted for a governor veto later, if needed.  Yvette Agredano asked that any examples of cost and program impacts be sent to her.  
It was discussed that the LTF position supports greater enforcement of existing regulation so that abuse does not occur, but that Alternative Daily Cover (ADC) should continue to receive diversion credit.  Yvette Agredano recommended that entities send letters to the appropriations committee with the rationale and how it would negatively affect jurisdictions.  This would be especially effective from southern California entities because the committee is highly weighted with southern California representatives.
D. SB 420:  Yvette Agredano said that this bill was amended to remove specific language regarding a 75% diversion mandate.  Based on the current language, it no longer a priority bill, but it still is a spot bill that needs to be tracked.  The LTF will still work on diversion bills because another bill, or SB 420 at the last minute, will probably carry a bill for a higher diversion rate.  
E. Other:  Larry Sweetser said that Californians Against Waste (CAW) is considering legislation to deal with the DTSC stance on universal waste.  It will probably involve putting more specific items or materials into the banned category and more manufacturer responsibility.  It was noted that the emphasis on manufacturing responsibility could be a good thing.
It was also discussed that a number of Counties are pushing to get legislation for vehicle license fees to help pay for illegal dumping.

It was also discussed that there are initiatives for legislation involving fees for “Zero-waste”, which could include tipping fees.  A $20 to $40/ton figure has been rumored.  This could sound very environmentally friendly even though it will not be efficient and cost effective.  Legislators want to force the markets by mandating diversion and “Zero-waste” programs, similar to Europe.  This will be an issue of concern for the LTF.
III
REGULATORY ISSUES
A. New Board Member:  Yvette Agredano said that Pat Wiggins is the new CIWMB member.  She indicated that Shaw/Yoder has a strong relationship with her, which may lead to easier access on issues.
B. Conversion Technologies Report to the Legislature: The LTF is still waiting for supplemental report to legislature being finalized.    
C. Alternative AB 939 Diversion Compliance System:  Yvette Agredano noted that Lisa Wood was not on call to report about the CIWMB meeting held in San Diego.  
D. DTSC Universal Waste Deadline Extension:  Yvette Agredano said that she will meet with SWIG to assess a strategy.  It is not clear what materials need to be banned from the landfill based on the elimination of the universal waste exemption. A list of materials may not be forthcoming from the DTSC, and the DTSC is leaving the choice of materials requiring compliance up to generators.  It is not clear what types of materials and electronic waste are now banned from Class III disposal.  For example, some models of VCRs may test as toxic and other brands may not.  Public outreach is needed.  It is not clear who is going to pay for those efforts and what the impacts will be on HHW systems.          
E. Other:  Larry Sweetser said that AB 1497 was moving toward regulations.  Another meeting on 30-year postclosure period was going to take place.  There was discussion on a superfund type mechanism or keeping the postclosure funding open for a longer period, which would be rechecked periodically.  It was discussed that private entities, even big companies can fall, whereas public entities will remain, so the LTF needs to consider bringing up the issue that any superfund type approach should consider this condition and maybe geared toward being funded by private entities.
