BUSINESS ITEMS AND LTF ACTIVITIES


Installation of Officers

Motion:

Mike Mohajer made a motion that the following Chairman and Vice-Chairman be elected to serve the LTF for 2006; and recommended that the Chair appoint those listed as Treasurer and Secretary for 2006:

· Chairman – Scott Johnston

· Vice Chairman – Grace Chan

· Treasurer – John Abernethy

· Secretary – Mark Urquhart

The motion was seconded by Constance Hornig.  The motion carried, as all were in favor.
Consistent with the motion above, as the elected Chairman, Scott Johnston appointed those listed above to serve as Treasurer and Secretary for 2006.    

Workplan Adoption Status

Mark Urquhart said that he had already received an email from Chuck Woolever, the Founding Chapter President, indicating that the Founding Chapter had approved the 2006 LTF workplan, as submitted by the LTF.  Scott Johnston said that the Sierra Chapter had approved the workplan, as submitted, at their last meeting.  John Abernethy said that the Gold Rush Chapter had also approved the workplan, as submitted, at their last meeting.   Mark Urquhart said he would email the Sierra and Gold Rush Chapter presidents just to confirm in writing that their Chapters had approved the workplan, as submitted.
Approval of Minutes – January 12, 2006 Telephone Meeting
Motion:

Mike Mohajer made a motion to approve the minutes from the January 12 , 2006 meeting.  William Merry seconded the motion.  There was no comments or discussion.  The motion carried, as all were in favor.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report

John Abernethy referred to the treaserer’s report in Attachment C, which he said was prepared by Scott Johnston for January 1, 2005 to December 28, 2005.  He said there was no activity in January and there was a current balance of 31,894.  
Motion:

William Merry made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report in Attachment C.  Mike Mohajer seconded the motion.  There was no comments or discussion.  The motion carried, as all were in favor.

Next Telephone Conference and Meeting:
Telephone conference
Scott Johnston noted that the next meeting will be a telephone call on March 2, 2006; from 11 AM to noon.  
LTF Meeting

This will be followed by an in-person LTF meeting in Sacramento on March 23, 2006 from 10 AM to 3 PM.
Western Regional Symposium

LTF Sponsored panel:
Yvette Agredano explained that the panel will be held on Wednesday, May 3, 2006, from 3:15 PM to 4:30 PM during other technical sessions.  She said that subcommittee had a conference call and had discussed having a panel discuss the range of issues involved with the concept of “Don’t ban without a plan” and/or AB 939-Phase II.  Mark Urquhart said that the group discussed getting a academic type to address the issues surrounding the issues of risk and landfill bans in addition to speakers on broader waste management issues.  He said that he contacted Jeremy O’Brien SWANA Director of R&D and asked about an expert regarding SWANA’s paper on the risks of electronic waste in lined landfills and/or other related research.  Jeremy recommended Dr. Townsend from Florida a peer reviewer on SWANA’s paper and one of the best research experts on this topic, and a couple of others; or said he would be willing to be on the panel if others were not available. It was discussed that Jeremy O’Brien may be the best candidate because SWANA may cover all of some costs for him to attend, compared with the others and Jeremy can also provide a perspective on what is happening throughout the country in his national R&D role.

Yvette Agredano also discussed that other regulatory or association speakers would be invited to provide 4 or 5 speakers total so that time is not too limited for each speaker or questions. Mark Urquhart recommended Howard Levenson, CIWMB, because he has a good general knowledge of the industry, CIWMB programs, and technical issues.  The tentative list of potential panel members that was discussed included:  
· Jeremy O’Brien, SWANA International Research and Development
· Karl Palmer – DTSC Branch Manager (responsible on universal waste ban)
· Jeff Hunts – CIWMB, electronic waste recycling SB 20/50 implementation 

· Howard Levenson – CIWMB, Deputy Director (Good general/technical background) 
· CAW or CRRA – Mark Murray or Gary Liss
Yvette Agredano will send out initial general inquiries possibly to those or others, and work with the subcommittee to refine the potential slate and report back to the LTF at the next meeting.

LTF Meeting
The LTF meeting will follow the panel and be from 4:30 PM to 5:30 PM on Wednesday May 3, 2006.

II
LEGISLATION
Yvette Agredano discussed that the attached matrix is somewhat dated because if bills did not make it to senate they are now dead.  She will send out an updated Matrix later today.  The following bills were discussed.
A. AB 53 (Negrete Mcleod):  Yvette Agredano said that this bill was revised to be more like the governors previous California Performance Review initiative.  Yvette Agredano said she will email the bill out for input from the LTF.
B. SB 369 (Simitian):  Yvette Agredano said that this bill was originally an old “green bear” bill that has evolved to include rubberized asphalt issues, which was recently amended.  It has similar concepts to the rubberized asphalt version previously supported by SWANA, but now extends timing sunset provisions.    

Motion:  
Mike Mohajer made a motion that the LTF support the newest version of SB 369.  William Merry seconded the motion.  The motion carried, as all were in favor.

C. SB 411 (Alarcon):  This ADC bill was previously opposed by SWANA and the Solid Waste Industry Group (SWIG) and was recently defeated in appropriation committee.  Yvette Agredano thanked Grace Chan for her help in defeating this bill.  However, she said that a new bill could be introduced by the author, which could include ADC or other broader solid waste diversion issues.  Yvette Agredano said she will monitor bills by this author.                                                                  
D. SB 420 (Simitian):  Yvette Agredano said that this bill was gutted and amended.  Author dropped bill because another senator will have a bill.   This bill was amended to remove most language of concern, but we will keep on watch.
E. SB 729 (Simitian & Perata):  Yvette said this bill deals with the regulatory process related to water quality.  Senator (pro-tem) Perata may include additional language in this bill and it will therefore need to be watched closely.
F. Other:  It was mentioned that SB 928 is in the Assembly Natural Resources committee.  John Abernethy asked that AB 1688 be put on the list to watch.  This bill would provide Code enforcement authority to allow for the arrest of perpetrators of illegal dumping)
III
REGULATORY ISSUES

A. New Board Members:  Yvette Agredano said  Board member Marin is leaving to serve in the governor’s office and that Margo Reid Brown was appointed to the CIWMB.  This requires confirmation.  It was discussed that, if confirmed,  she might become the chair person.  John Abernethy said that a matrix should be compiled to show the service duration of past CIWMB members to show that the system does not serve the solid waste community/industry well with the frequent changes in CIWMB membership.        .
B. Permit Implementation Regulations (AB 1497): Bobbie Garcia with CIWMB is heading this effort up.  She expects to start a 60-day formal rulemaking in March.  CIWMB staff, through workshops, put together list of minor versus major changes.  Yvette Agredano wants the LTF to review the latest version and to submit comments to her so that a formal letter of comments can be submitted during the rulemaking process.                 .    
C. Other:   It was discuss ed that load checking may become a hot issue given the resent wood-waste and e-waste bans, and the universal waste rule sunset.
