The Legislative Task Force (LTF) telephone conference started at about 11:00 AM.  A quorum was present as there were 12 voting members present, and at least one voting member from each chapter.  The list of people that participated is Attachment A.   The agenda is Attachment B.

BUSINESS ITEMS AND LTF ACTIVITIES


Approval of Minutes – February 2, 2006 Telephone Meeting
Motion:

Mike Mohajer made a motion to approve the minutes from the February 2, 2006 meeting.  Chris Hanson noted that on page 3, regarding SB 420 wording that Yvette Agredano “said that this bill” was gutted and amended needed to be added.  Constance Hornig seconded the motion.  With that correction, the motion carried, as all were in favor.

Approval of Treasurer’s Report

John Abernethy referred to the treasurer’s report in Attachment C. He said as of February 28, 2006 there was a balance of 31,090.  
Motion:

Mike Mohajer made a motion to approve the treasurer’s report in Attachment C.  Mark Urquhart seconded the motion.  There was no comments or discussion.  The motion carried, as all were in favor.
Next Telephone Conference and Meeting:

Legislative Meeting March 23, 2006
This next meeting will be held at the Shaw/Yoder offices from 10 AM to 2 PM.  
Gold Rush Chapter Legislative Meeting March 24, 2006
Yvette Agredano said this meeting with be held at Shaw/Yoder, Inc. offices.  It will include a presentation on LTF activities. The guest speaker will be new CIWMB member, Patricia Wiggins. 
Western Regional Symposium Update
LTF Sponsored panel:

Yvette Agredano explained that she heard back from Karl Palmer (DTSC) and Jeff Hunt (CIWMB), who said they will attend; Howard Levinson (CIWMB) is checking his schedule but is authorized to attend.  CIWMB Chair Brown’s attendance needs to be coordinated; she will be speaking where the former Chair, Rosario Marin was previously slated.  YA said she has not heard back yet from Jeremy O’Brien (SWANA), Mark Murray (Californian’s Against Waste) or Gary Liss (CRRA).  It was discussed that shifting the topic to be more focused on universal waste implementation topics would be a good idea.  This will be discussed further at the next meeting.   

Other:  There were no other business items.
II
LEGISLATION
A. AB 1302 (Horton) Office of Administrative Law- Regulations:  Yvette Agredano said that this bill is similar to AB 1351 from 2005.  AB 1351 contained two sections—one dealing with underground regulations and one will emergency regulation (the LTF supported the bill because of the underground regulations language)/  AB 1302 only contains the old AB 1351 language which relates to emergency regulations.  The LTF will not take a position but will continue to watch this bill.  Constance Hornig will draft language about underground regulations that Yvette Agredano will review the language and  give to the author’s office, although she said the author may not be receptive to adding that aspect as it will likely make the bill more difficult to approve.
B. AB 1688 (Niello) Illegal Dumping Enforcement Officers:  Yvette Agredano said that the LTF is just watching this bill at this time.  It was discussed that some parties like the idea of the LEA having citing authority rather than the dedicated enforcement officer approach in this bill, or that existing local staff could be used for this purpose in addition to their other duties. Yvette Agredano said she would look into the staffing aspects of the bill further.     

C. AB 2118 (Matthews) Solid Waste Diversion - Conversion:  Mike Mohajer discussed that this bill has many bad or burdensome aspects regarding CT facility requirements, including: that CT facilities must be listed in siting element, CIWMB would get more involved in source separated materials, there would be burdensome permit restriction and requirements, and there would be no diversion credit because CT processed waste must be counted toward AB 939 disposal numbers.  Mark Urquhart made a motion to oppose the bill.  The motion was seconded by Mike Mohajer.  All were in favor.  Yvette Agredano will work with LTF members on drafting an opposition letter.         .                                                                  
D. AB 2127 (Plescia) Hazardous Waste – Alkaline Batteries:  Yvette Agredano said this bill would be discussed at the March 23 meeting.
E. SB 1305:  Larry Sweetser described this bill about enforcement against throwing sharps into the trash; the bill makes such an action a misdemeanor; the bill is being sponsored by Alameda County.  Russ Reiserer made a motion to support the bill.  The motion was seconded by Larry Sweetser.  All were in favor.  Yvette Agredano will work with Larry Sweetser on drafting a support letter.    
F. AB 1992:  Yvette Agredano said this bill about illegal dumping will be discussed at the next meeting.   
III
REGULATORY ISSUES

A. Permit Implementation Regulations (AB 1497): Yvette Agredano said that the comment period will start in April.  The draft regulations will be posted next week at which time Yvette Agredano will distribute them to the LTF for comment.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                           

B. Temporary Waiver of Terms: This would allow waivers of specified permit terms in cases of emergencies.  Yvette Agredano said that there will be a web-cast workshop this month on these regulations.  Yvette Agredano will send out information about the workshop as well as the link to listen to the workshop over the web.  After the workshop information will be distributed. .
C. Treated Wood Waste: DTSC will hold a workshop on March 16, 2006 regarding the management of treated wood waste.  Larry Sweetser is concerned because of the limit on storage of treated wood for 90 days.  It was discussed that it does not make sense to have this limit if lumber yards can store longer.  There will be a web cast of the workshop.  Yvette Agredano will send out the link to the web cast to the LTF. 
D. CIWMB Conversion Technologies Report to Legislature:  The CIWMB supplemental report is complete but not formally approved for distribution.  Yvette Agredano said that there will be an Emerging Technologies Forum held in April in Sacramento.  Yvette Agredano said that the LTF was asked to co-sponsor a reception.  It was decided that the LTF will not sponsor this event, as done previously, because the CIWMB did not support the recommendation of the previous forum that the LTF provided funds to help host.          .    
E. Other:   
1. Larry Sweetser distributed FAQ about universal waste and how it is not practical to ban all the universal waste without permit revisions for hazardous waste handling.  There are legal and practical issues overlooked in DTSC’s initial FAQ information.  Constance Hornig discussed that there are a number of issues related to collection that need to be addressed.  DTSC is not willing to allow curb collection of batteries or other elements.  Automated collection makes detection a problem.  Right now the agency is placing the burden on facilities.  A letter from the LTF might be helpful.  There was a motion by Mike Mohajer to send a letter.  Yvette Agredano will work with Larry Sweetser and Constance Hornig on a letter.  
2. GC suggested that SWANA meet CIWMB members that do not attend WRS.  Yvette Agredano will check in to a meeting with officers or a reception.    .

3) Regulatory Issues

A. Permit Implementation Regulations (AB 1497): New and revised regulations implementing the requirements of Assembly Bill 1497 (Stats. 2003, Ch. 823), applying new construction and demolition requirements to the regulation of other solid wastes, and clarifying permit process requirements.
B. Temporary Waiver of Terms: The CIWMB is proposing narrowly focused revisions to existing regulations that allow an Enforcement Agency to provide a temporary waiver of specified permit terms and conditions of a solid waste facilities permit in the event a “temporary emergency” occurs. There is a workshop scheduled for March 7, 2006 to solicit feedback on informal draft regulation text. Notice of Public Workshop. 

C. Treated Wood Waste: DTSC representatives will summarize the proposed regulatory straw proposal, discuss regulatory issues related to this rulemaking, and offer alternatives. After introductions and a short presentation, DTSC will solicit comments and suggestions from workshop attendees. The purpose on this workshop is to develop concepts and background information regarding the management of treated wood wastes. Information and comments received will be used to develop draft regulatory language that will be presented for comments during a public notice. DTSC will, therefore, not prepare written responses to comments submitted during or in response to this workshop.
